RE: Consideration of a Resolution to Set a Public Hearing on April 6, 2005 to Receive
Comment on the Adoption of the Proposed Amendment to the Washtenaw County
Brownfield Plan for the Village of Dexter’s “Monument Park” Brownfield
Redevelopment Plan for a Single Business Tax Credit

ACTION REQUESTED
It is requested that the Washtenaw County Board of Commissioners consider approval of the
attached Resolution, calling for a Public Hearing to be held before the Washtenaw County Board
of Commissioners on April 6, 2005.  The Public Hearing, as stipulated by State of Michigan law,
will serve as the mechanism for citizens to provide comment on the proposed Amendment to the
Washtenaw County Brownfield Plan the Village of Dexter’s “Monument Park” Brownfield
Redevelopment Plan for a Single Business Tax Credit, prior to the Board of Commissioners
consideration of its approval.  

BACKGROUND
In May of 1999, the Washtenaw County Board of Commissioners established the Washtenaw
County Brownfield Redevelopment Authority (WCBRA) through Resolution 99-0110, and
subsequently appointed members to its Board of the same year (Res. 99-0122).  In February
2000, the Commissioners approved the bylaws of the Authority, as approved by the Washtenaw
County Brownfield Redevelopment Authority Board on October 22, 1999 (Res. 00-0035).  In
October of 2000, Commissioners adopted the Brownfield Redevelopment Plan for Washtenaw
County.  

Pursuant to the State of Michigan Brownfield Redevelopment Financing Act (P.A. 381 of 1996,
as amended), the WCBRA is preparing an Amendment to the Washtenaw County Brownfield
Plan for the Village of Dexter’s “Monument Park” Brownfield Redevelopment Plan for a Single
Business Tax Credit on the project which is located within the brownfield redevelopment zone. 



The Amendment must be submitted to the Washtenaw County Board of Commissioners for
adoption.  Prior to that adoption, the law stipulates that a Public Hearing be held.  



DISCUSSION
The Washtenaw County Board of Commissioners has demonstrated its support for the
sustainable redevelopment of environmentally distressed sites in Washtenaw County.  By
establishing and supporting the Brownfield Redevelopment Authority and its Board, the
Commissioners have begun the process to transform underutilized brownfields into productive
properties.  Calling for a Public Hearing on the Amendment to the Washtenaw County
Brownfield Plan will assist in moving the Authority towards fulfilling its purpose as required by
Public Act 381.   

The “Monument Park” project is a $2.8 million mixed-use commercial and office development
on a brownfield site located in the Village of Dexter, a municipal member of the Washtenaw
County Brownfield Redevelopment Authority.  This Amendment is solely for a SBT Credit
application to the State of Michigan Treasury Department for up to $210,000 in SBT credits.  
Other brownfield eligible expenses related to contamination issues resulting from leaking
underground storage tanks from a gas service station previously located on the site and estimated
at $200,000, are being covered through the Village of Dexter Downtown Development Authority
TIF approval process.

A RESOLUTION TO SET A PUBLIC HEARING ON APRIL 6, 2005 TO RECEIVE
COMMENT ON THE ADOPTION OF THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE
WASHTENAW COUNTY BROWNFIELD PLAN FOR THE VILLAGE OF DEXTER
“MONUMENT PARK” BROWNFIELD REDEVELOPMENT PLAN FOR A SINGLE
BUSINESS TAX CREDIT.

WASHTENAW COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
March 16, 2005

WHEREAS, the Washtenaw County Board of Commissioners, supports the sustainable
redevelopment of environmentally distressed sites designated as brownfields;

WHEREAS, the Washtenaw County Board of Commissioners established the
Washtenaw County Brownfield Redevelopment Authority and designated the
boundaries of the County as the boundaries of the brownfield redevelopment zone to
facilitate the implementation of plans relating to the identification and treatment of
environmentally distressed areas in Washtenaw County (Res. 99-0100);

WHEREAS, the Washtenaw County Board of Commissioners adopted the Brownfield
Plan (Res. 00-0215);

WHEREAS, the Washtenaw County Brownfield Redevelopment Authority (WCBRA) is
preparing an Amendment to the Washtenaw County Brownfield Plan to include the
proposed Village of Dexter’s “Monument Park” Brownfield Redevelopment Plan for a
Single Business Tax (SBT) credit, pursuant to and in accordance with the provisions of
the Brownfield Redevelopment Financing Act, P.A. 381 and P.A. 382 of the State of
Michigan of 1996, as amended;

WHEREAS, the Brownfield Redevelopment Financing Act calls for the Washtenaw
County Board of Commissioners to set a date for holding a Public Hearing to receive
comment on the proposed Amendment to the Brownfield Plan and to publish two
notices of the Public Hearing in a newspaper of general circulation in the county with
the first of such notices being published not less than (20) twenty or more than (40)
forty days before the Public Hearing;

WHEREAS this matter has been reviewed by the County Administrator’s Office and the
Corporation Counsel;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that a Public Hearing shall be held before the
Washtenaw County Board of Commissioners on April 6, 2005, at 6:45p.m., in the Board
of Commissioners’ Meeting Room, County Administration Building, 220 North Main
Street, Ann Arbor, Michigan, to receive comment on the adoption of the Amendment to
the Washtenaw County Brownfield Plan as it relates to the proposed Village of Dexter’s
“Monument Park” Brownfield Redevelopment Plan for a SBT Credit, said project
located within the brownfield redevelopment zone of Washtenaw County.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT, the Washtenaw County Board of Commissioners
directs the County Clerk to give notice to the public of the Public Hearing by causing
such notice to be published two separate times, in the form attached as Attachment A



in the Ann Arbor and Ypsilanti editions of the Ann Arbor News, a daily newspaper of
general circulation in Washtenaw County on the 17th and 27th of March, 2005.
