Prepared for BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS approval at the meeting on June 4, 2008.
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This proposal would call for pilot programs in the counties in FY 2009 with DOC
technical assistance. Additionally, DOC claims it may be able to draw down federal
“Second Chance Act” dollars to assist in the nnplementatxon of the re-entry of jail
offenders, The amount of funding that is available is unknown at this time, including
funding for treatment and community programs.

The MAC Plafforrn is very clear on proposals of this naturc and reads as follows:

CORRECTIONS

MAC supports creative proposals fo reduce local incarceration commitments and recidivism.
However, MAC opposes any efforts by the State to alleviate prison overcrowding by shifting
responsibilities fo the County level unless full funding for all related costs are also appropriated.
Additionally, MAC urges the Michigan Department of Corrections to take proactive steps to reduce
the probation and parole fallure rate before asking counties to take on more offenders at the local
level.

Emphasis should be placed on:

A. Primary preventlon

B. Juvenile education.

C. Drug education and effective law enforcement.

D. Expanded substance abuse treatment programs.

E. Adequate funding of youth assistance prevention programs.

F. Expanded Mental Health Treatment alternatives to incarceration.

As this proposal results in less funding for county jails, MAC will testify in opposition to
it next week. ‘Additionally, at this late stage of the budget process, it would be
challenging to'work out the bugs in the plan We are concerned that this essentially-goes
back on the deal for CJRP which was the price the state paid for installing sentencing
guidelines. Additionally, if countics were to want to divert additional offenders, where
would they piai;c them? Although there may be some merit in the re-entry portion of the
plan, some counhes want to run these programs without the involvement of the DOC,
while others welcome it. This needs to be discussed further. Finally, this appears to be
an issue between the DOC and legislature over the issue of the telephone fees. Counties
and county Jmls do not need to be the solution to that problem.

ORYV REGISTRATIONS UP, SNOWMOBILE REGISTRATIONS DOWN

According to data collocted by the Michigan Secretary of State, there were 358,525 titled
Off Road Vehicles (ORV'S) as of the end of March, in comparison to the 350,217
snowmobiles’ rcported by the Michigan Snowmobile Association. These numbers
suggest a shiff in tourism trends throughout Northern Michigan thet has caused both
industries to approach the legislature with proposals aimed at enhancing their ability to
manage their: dverall business. This week saw some action on both fronts.

Two days afccr Senate Bill 296, which eases age restrictions on the operation on ORV’s at
certain events passed out of the House Tourism, Outdoor Recreation and Natural
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Resources Comnmittee, Bill Manson, executive director of the Michigan Snowmobile
Associations, testified on the need to increase snowmobile trail permit fees. Senate Bill
296, introduced by Senator Ron Jelinek (R-Berrien County), will permit children of any
age to operate an ORV (except for a three-wheeled ATV) at an organized ORV riding or
racing event so-long as the event does not take place on State-owned land and certain
safety and liability requirements are met. At such events, children, regardless of age,
would not be gequ:red to have an ORYV safety certificate, and the rule prohibiting children
between the age of 10 and 12 from operating four-wheeled AT Vs except on private land
owned by a pagent.or guardian would not apply. Senate Bill 296, like HB 4323
introduced by Representative Joel Sheltrown (D-Ogemaw County) which gives
Michigan's northern counties the discretion to allow ORV's to be driven on the shoulder
of designated county roads, is designed to encourage the growth of the budding industry
which has already resulted in much needed revenue in the northern part of the state.

In contrast, the tone of a hearing of the House Appropriations Natural Resources
Subcomumittee was somewhat less optimistic, Mr, Mason encouraged the committee to
raise permit fees from $25 to $35, citing the difficulties of trail maintenance at the current
funding level. Perhaps a better indicator that snowmobile ridership has tailed off than the
number of vehicles registered is the number of trail permits purchased each year, which
has been on a §teady decline. According to the Department of Natural Resources, only
about 180, 000 were sold this winter, compared to 200,000 the year prior. Though
ridership may be on the decline, the trails are still in need of care. Much of the
maintenance cgst goes toward trail grooming machines. The funds available now would
allow for only 6 or 7 machines at a time when the industry cites the need for, 20 to 25.

SENATE PAQSES INDIVIDUAL MARKET REFORM BILLS

The Senate d;scharged HB 5282 and HB 5283 from committee and substituted them with
new versions before passing them yesterday. The bills would make changes governing
the individual insurance market. The final results were bills significantly different than
were passed by the House, and resembled a compromise of two Senate-offered
alternatives from Senators Tom George (R-Kalemazoo County), the Chair of the Health
Policy Committee, and Senator Jason Allen (R-Grand Traverse County), a member of the
committee. The new version was considered a dwappomtment by Blue Cross and Blue
Shield of Michigen (BC/BS), and a win by private insurance carriers and unions. The
bills do not include a h;gh-nsk pool for individuals who are otherwise unable to get
insurance, but do require a state study of the issue. Also left out of the bills was a
proposal by Sen. George to require a $100 million social mission fund to be paid for with
any BC/BS smjplus funds. The bills shorten the length of time a commercial carrier can
refuse to provide coverage for pre-existing conditions from 12 months to 6 months.
BC/BS would be permitted to base rates on an individual’s tobacco use and participation
in health screepmgs and wellness programs, and the bills allow for rates to be established
in five territorigs of the state. The bills require the state to act more quickly on rate
requests by BC/BS, and add two new members to its board of directors. Commercial
carriers would.be required under the legislation to carry a standard loss ratio*of 60%, and
to provide refupds to customers above that ratio. The two bills allowing BC/BS
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subsidiary The, Accident Fund (HB 5284, HB 5285) to offer other insurance product lincs
are being held'in the Senate Health Policy Committee due to questions raised by Attomey

General Mlkc Cox (R-Wayne County).

Washtenaw Success by 6° receives
Early Childhood Investment Corporation
Great Start Collaborative Grant!

Many of you will remember that when we started Washtenaw Success by 6%, A Great Start
Initiative in late 2005 we applied for a new state grant opportunity: the Early Childhood

3 Investment Corporation Great Start Collaborative Grant. We did not receive the funding at that
time, and have instead been supporting Washtenaw Success by 6® as a partnership with four
core partners—the Ann Arbor Area Community Foundation, Washtenaw County Government,
Washtenaw Intermediate School District and Washtenaw United Way—and many community
supporters ranging from the Rotary Club of Ann Arbor to the IHA Cares Foundation. We
reapplied in February and we have now received Great Start Collaborative Funding!

The award of the Great Start Collaborative Grant will bring the initiative the stability and
continuity that will enable Washtenaw Success by 6° to continue to develop as the initiative for
young children in Washtenaw County, and to fulfill our mission to ensure that all children in
Washtenaw County enter school ready to succeed. On a purely financial level the award is for
$80,000 for the first six months, during which we will work to align Washtenaw Success by 6®
with the Great Start Collaborative model. This will then be followed by $160,000 a year in
infrastructure funding. The additional funds will allow us to expand our small initiative staff a
little, develop a parent board for the county, raise the standard of our outreach and education
work, and expand our work in the community. Beyond the financial impact of the grant our !
participation as a Great Start Collaborative will bring additional technical support and resources,
advocacy assistance, and a stronger connection with similar work taking place throughout the
state.

A Resolution

TO REQUEST THAT THE MICHIGAN GENERAL ASSEMBLY, AND THE
MICHIGAN CONGRESSIONAL DELEGATION CONTINUE TO SUPPORT THE
FAMILIES OF MICHIGAN, TO SUPPORT STRONG TRADE POLICY CURBING
INDUSTRY SUBSIDIZATION AND CURRENCY MANIPULATION BY FOREIGN
GOVERNMENTS, AND TO TAKE SWIFT AND RESPONSIVE ACTIONS TO HALT
OTHER UNLAWFUL BARRIERS TO FAIR AND FREE TRADE.

Whereas, Certain governments manipulate their currencies to ensure favorable exchange
rates against the U.S. dollar, which makes exports to the U.S. unfairly cheap, while
making U.S. exports to those same nations unfairly expensive; and

Whereas, Piracy of intellectual property creates an unfair competitive advantage, as
intellectual pirates avoid research and development costs associated with production of
critical technologies and designs, often with tacit approval of their governments. The U.S.
Chamber of Commerce reports that these thefts cost U.S. businesses over $250 billion a
year and 750,000 jobs; and

Whereas, the United States trade deficit has been fluctuating between $60 billion and $70
billion per month, and surpassed $780 billion in 2007; and

Whereas, Between 1989 and 2003, the U.S. trade deficit with China alone displaced
production supporting 1.5 million jobs, according to the Economic Policy Institute, 75
percent of which were manufacturing jobs paying above average wages; and

Whereas, $136 billion in wages are expected to shift from the U.S. to low-cost nations by
2015; these American jobs go to workers who are paid just pennies per hour in unsafe
condmons and who receive no medical or other benefits; and

Whereas, Michigan’s manufactun'ng sector, as well as suppliers and ancillary businesses,
has lost over 300,000 jobs since 1999 due to unfair trade practlces which includes
currency manipulation and to other unscrupulous measures; and

Whereas, manufacturing employs more than 20,000 people in Washtenaw County,
accounting for 10.4% percent of the jobs in the county.

Now, Therefore, Be it resolved by the Washtenaw County Commission:

That the County Commissioners/Council of Washtenaw, on behalf of Michigan’s citizens
and business, by this resolution, encourage the United States Department of the Treasury
to stake a strong position on behalf of fair trade. Free trade can only succeed if the rule of
law is diligently applied; and

Be it Further Resolved

That the County Commissioners of Washtenaw County urge citizens of Michigan to
support strong trade policy and act in a manner that can best help preserve, protect and
defend the vital manufacturing jobs of Michigan.

REVENUE ESTIMATING CONFERENCE TAGS *09 DEFICIT AT JUST
UNDER $400 MILLION

Today, the leaders of the House and Senate Fiscal Agency and the State Treasurer
forecast that for Fiscal Year 2009, the budget would need to be reduced by nearly $400
million, as a result of anticipated declining revenues. The analysis of the revenue streams
also indicated the current fiscal ycar may also be over $60 million short, which could
eliminate an earlier plan to put $100 million in the state’s rainy day fund.

It appears that the state’s new film industry credits, the federal stimulus package and a
weakening national economy have contributed to the revenue shortfall. As for the
stimulus package, a possible solution may be policy changes to the MBT, which would
change how depreciation is factored under that tax, so that Michigan would not be
impacted by the federal changes. This solution could save the state $92 million in FY 09.

With the revenue numbers now in hand, the next step is for the Govemnor, Senate
Majority Leader, House Speaker and the appropriations chairs to begin the process
known as “target setting”. As these mectings begin, the goal is to come up with a
revenue number for each budget bill and then have the bills passed through conference
committee within those means. As counties have involvement in many budgets, you can
be sure MAC will closely monitor the progress and work to ensure counties are protected
throughout the final budgeting process for FY 2009!

WATER BILLS MOVE IN BOUSE AND SENATE

I3
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The multi-state Great Lakes Compact took a step forward this week as both the House
and the Senate passed several bills dealing with protecting the Great Lakes and
preventing large scale water withdrawals. With Senator Patricia Birkholz (R- Allegan
County)and Representative Rebekah Warren (D-Washtenaw County ) leading the charge,
SB 212 and HB 4343 passed unanimously out of their respective chambers, The bills,
which both contain the language of the compact, will make Michigan the fifth of eight
Great Lake states to join a regional effort to control the volume of water withdrawn from
the Great Lakes. Though there was little opposition to the compact legislation, several
other bills dealing with bottling operations and intemal diversions have proven more
contentious.

Four other Senate bills and two House bills were also passed with little opposition,
including MAC-supported Senate Bill 858, introduced by Scnate Gerald Van Woerkom
(R-Muskegon County) that amends the Safe Drinking Water Act that requires the DEQ to
cvaluate the impact of a proposed waterworks system for a community supply. The Safe
Drinking Water Act governs municipal (including counties) drinking water withdrawal,
and differentiates the standards set for water withdrawal for drinking water from that for
agricultural and other use. SB 858 allows cities, townships and counties to drop a well in
circumstances that would not generally be permissible under the new standards if a
“feasible and prudent alternative” is not available.

Senate Bill 858 would also requirc the DEQ to utilize a water withdrawal assessment tool
to determine if a proposed withdrawal would be likely to cause an adverse impact on the
resource, prior to issuing a permit for newly proposed system. Senate Bill 860,
introduced by Senator Birkholz, calls for the implementation of the assessment tool and
has been the bill package’s main source of contention. It also passed out of the Senate
this week. Amendments were added to SB 860 to delay the implementation of the tool
for one year. Additionally provisions were added which prohibits the DEQ from
adopting fees to use the tool, or issuing rules regarding its use.

The bills now await hearings in the opposite chambers.
MENTAL HEALTH PARITY BILLS GET HEARING

The Senate Health Policy Committee, chaired by Senator Tom George (R-Kalamazoo
County), heard testimony on SB 332 — SB 335, bills that would require insurance
companies to offer mental health coverage that is no less restrictive than the physical
health carc coverage they offer. The bills are unlikely to be voted on, but MAC is
thankful to Senator George for bringing them up for a hearing. MAC recorded its support
of mental health parity, a long-time MAC platform item, at the hearing.

MICHIGAN STATE ANNOUNCES PUBLIC POLICY FORUM BY IPPSR

Is Michigan’s Infrastructure at risk?
Tuesday, May 20, 11:30 to 1:30 p.m.
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Anyone wanting to know how to answer the question, Is Michigan’s infrastructure
at risk?, will want to attend a lunch forum planned for next Tuesday, May 20, in
downtown Lansing. Planned for 11:30 a.m. to 1:30 p.m., Manager of Oakland County’s
Collaboratjve Agset Management System (CAMS), Scott Oppmann, will add to a panel
discussion by talking about Oakland County’s coordinated plan of action for addressing
infrastructure needs. There is no charge to attend and a light lanch will be served.

The upcoming forum, Maintaining Michigan’s Infrastructure, is intended to inform
and draw discussion about the upkeep and sustainability of systems including water,
energy, transportation, and telecommunications. The May 20th discussion comes just
weeks after national news reports on a giant sinkhole growing to at least 260-foot-decp
and three football fields wide over just two days in Daisetta, Texas.

Michigan residents, like many people across the country, are concerned about
maintaining these critical systems since catastrophic cvents continue to occur across the
country. While not comparable to one another, well known examples include Sterling
Heights, Michigan (road sinkholc), New Orleans, Louisiana (levee failure), Minneapolis,
Minnesota (bridge collapsc), and Portland, Oregon (highway mudslide). How does
Michigan protect residents from infrastructure breakdowns such as sinkholes, water
system breakage, blackouts, or disrupted communication lines?

Other panel speakers include Brit Weber, MSU Critical Incident Protocol (CIP) -
Community Facilitation Program; Jan Beecher, Director of MSU’s Institute for Public
Utilities; Ken Boyer, Transportation Economist at Michigan State University, and; Chip
Steinfield, Chair of MSU’s Telecommunications Department. Held in downtown
Lansing, this forum will offer an assessment of Michigan’s infrastructure and best-
practice recommendations for sustainability.

The forum is being sponsored by the Institute for Public Policy and Social Research
(IPPSR) and the Institute for Public Utilities in the College of Social Science at Michigan
State University.

Washtenaw County Breastfeeding Coalition Launches Program
To Honor Employers with Lactation Support in the Workplace
Nominations being solicited from all breastfeeding employees.

YPSILANTI, Mich., May 16, 2008— At the April quarterly meeting of the Washtenaw County
Breastfeeding Coalition (WCBC), a new initiative was launched: Annual Washtenaw County Breastfecding-
Friendly Employer Awards. The first winners of these awards will be announced at a public celebration on
August 15*,

Choosing to breastfeed is one of the earliest and most important decisions a mother makes regarding her
child’s health. Health professionals agree that breastfeeding is the norm for infant feeding and should be
supported by all members of the community. The American Academy of Pediatrics in their 2005 Statement on
Breastfeeding and the Use of Human Milk encouraged “employers to provide appropriate facilities and
adequate time in the workplace for breastfecding and/or milk expression.” Despite the importance of
breastfeeding for the health of all children, some women believe that continuing to breastfeed is not compatible
with returning to work. Many are faced with insurmountable obstacles in their workplaces and wean before
they want to. '

The Washtenaw County Breastfeeding Coalition, a group organizations, businesses and individuals
working together to support, promote and protect breastfeeding in Washtenaw County, recognizes that many
employers currently support their breastfeeding employees. Our goal, with this initiative, is to publicly honor
these employers and to let other employers know how they can develop lactation support programs in their

workplaces.

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Breastfceding support programs can be successful in a wide range of businesses, from small retail
” establishments to large corporations. The size and services of the programs are dependent on the number and
nceds of employccs, and the space and resources available. Simple programs, providing 30-minute unpaid
breaks, use of an office or private room to nurse or pump, and space in the break room refrigerator for storing
the pumped milk, are beneficial and require little investment from the employer. More comprehensive
programs may include specially furnished rooms (with pumps, sinks, and a refrigerator exclusively for breast
milk), breastfeeding cducatioh, and access to a lactation consultant. These programs cost more to initiate, but
have proven cost-effective overall. For example, CIGNA has reported annual savings of $240,000 per year in
health care costs and $60,000 per year through reduced absentecism duc to their extensive lactation support
program. Other employers report improved employee productivity, higher morale and greater loyalty. Support
for breastfeeding lets the community know that the employer is family-friendly.
