APPROVAL OF MINUTES - REGULAR MEETING, AUGUST 19, 2009

Myers pointed out there were a couple of corrections to the minutes. Under Lake Improvement
Projects, Iron Lake, page 3, first paragraph, the following should be added: It was suggested that
if weed harvesting is used, the Board should issue a disclaimer that it is not their recommendation
or preferred method. Also, on page 3 under Solid Waste, Other Items, second paragraph, the

number of waste knot applications received in 2009 should be 16 instead of 62.

LAKE IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS

Whitmore Lake

Myers pointed out that Jeff Kremarik recently attended a meeting of the Whitmore Lake Water
Quality Advisory Board meeting. At that meeting, Kremarik informed them about the proposed
2009 special assessment and they agreed with the proposal.
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Iron Lake

Myers briefly mentioned that there was going to be some weed harvesting on Tron Lake this year.
He noted that if the majority of the residents are interested in doing a project through the Board of
Public Works, it would not occur until next year.

County Website Information

Myers reported that when we get the final report on the survey of the Blanchard’s cricket frog it
will be placed on the County’s website for Joslin Lake. He added there is assessment, budget, and
expenditure information ori the website for the lake management projects.

6. SOLID WASTE

Onvx ES Arbor Hills Landfill

Myers updated the Board on the landfill expansion. Onyx is moving forward with the permit
application review process with the MDEQ. A public hearing on the proposed landfill expansion
will be held by the MDEQ at the Salem Township Hall within the next 30 days. The MDEQ
permit issuance date for the landfill expansion will be November 19" if everything goes like it
should.

Myers also noted that Dan Moody was out at the landfill for the third quarterly inspection.
According to them, landfill volumes are down approximately 30% due to the poor economy.

Solid Waste Budget

Myers distributed an updated version of the 2009 Solid Waste budget projections to the Board. He
briefly went over the current revenues and expenditures. He explained that they have received
General Fund revenue of $20,000 and pointed out what efforts have been taken to reduce
expenses. A brief discussion occurred on other endeavours that might enhance revenues.

Planning Advisory Board (PAB)

Walz updated the Board on the August 24, 2009 PAB meeting. She stated the PAB meeting
scheduled for September was cancelled. At the August meeting, the PAB considered a P.A. 116
Farmland Agreement Application from York Township and a full faith and credit review of the
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10.

Wing Drain Project in Scio Township through the Office of Water Resources Commissioner.
There was also a presentation on the Washtenaw County Land Bank Trust.

Discussion occurred on the future of the Office of Strategic Planning and the PAB. It appears
there will be an Office of Energy and Economic Development that will continue certain areas of

Planming.

Salem Township Urban Services District

Myers updated the Board on the arbitration over the development agreement for the Salem
Township Urban Services District. Both he and bond counsel have testified before the arbitration

panel; and it is ongoing at this time.
