New Business 
04-0065 Comm. Bergman seconded by Comm. Solowczuk moved that the Resolution dissolving the Washtenaw County Friend of 
the Court Advisory Committee be adopted.  Roll call vote:  YEAS:  9. NAYS:  1 (Peterson).  ABSENT:  1 (Brackenbury).  Motion carried. 
 
Comm. Armentrout supported the resolution, but was concerned about the citizens’ comments.  She wondered if the Board 
had any jurisdiction over the Friend of the Court to enhance the effectiveness of the Friend of the Court Advisory Committee.  
Comm. Armentrout also asked what other means citizens have to address issues with the Friend of the Court. 
 
Bob Guenzel responded that the Friend of the Court is part of the Judiciary and therefore the Board of Commissioners has 
no jurisdictional authority over the Friend of the Court.  He stated that taking on the work through the committee would 
infringe upon the jurisdiction of the Court.  If citizens have issues that they want to deal with, they have two additional 
options.  If the problem only relates to a specific case, it can only be addressed by an appeal to the court.  If it is a problem 
with court operations or court employee, the Court Administrator should be addressed directly. 
 
Comm. Kern asked about the difference between a grievance against court operations and a grievance against a court 
employee. 
 
Curt Hedger responded that a grievance against court operations addresses problems with court procedure and policy.  If 
the grievance is against a court employee, it is a specific problem with an individual court employee. 
 
Comm. Yekulis stated that the Michigan Association of Counties never supported the initial legislation creating the Friend of 
the Court Advisory Committees, due to its possible infringement on the separation of powers.  In his view it is the 
responsibility of the Courts to address grievances.  He stated that it is a much larger issue that impacts many parts of the 
state. 
 
Mr. Dan Dwyer, Court Administrator, stated that it is very difficult to separate families, yet outlets to file grievances still 
remain in place despite the dissolution of the Friend of the Court Advisory Committee. 
 
Comm. Prater commented on the specific operations of the committee.  The committee addresses particular grievances and 
then advises the Friend of the Court. 
 
Comm. Peterson expressed his appreciation that the citizens addressed the issue.  He was sorry no one took ownership of 
the committee and hoped there was some way to make the committee stronger. 
 



Comm. Bergman stated that the committee had no impact and she believed that was a disservice to citizens.

He stated that the state is 
responding and reconsidering the cutting of revenue sharing.

WHEREAS, the Lease provides for a mutually agreed-upon early buy-out of HVA’s interest in its facilities; and 
 
WHEREAS, HVA is currently in the process of developing and building new facilities on property that it owns in 
Pittsfield Township; and 
 
WHEREAS, the County and HVA have been negotiating a proposed “Lease Termination and Sales Agreement” 
(“Sales Agreement”) to transfer ownership of the current HVA facilities on Hogback Road to the County; and 
 
WHEREAS, under the Sales Agreement, the County would be required to pay HVA a $10,000 deposit upon 
execution of the “Lease Termination and Sales Agreement”, with the remainder of the $1,989,797 total purchase 
price to be paid at closing which is to occur when HVA receives a permanent certificate of occupancy from Pittsfield 
Township for its new facility. 
 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Washtenaw County Board of Commissioners hereby authorizes the 
Chair of the Board to sign the attached “Lease Termination and Sales Agreement” transferring ownership of the HVA 
facilities at 2215 Hogback Road to Washtenaw County pursuant to the terms of the Agreement, to be filed with the 
County Clerk.  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County shall pay HVA a $10,000 deposit under the Agreement with such 
money being refunded to the County should the sale not be finalized for any reason.
