The meeting was called to order at 9:37 p.m. by Wesley Prater, Chair of the Board.

Citizen Participation
Dan Oates, Ann Arbor City Chief of Police, representing the consortium of police, fire and EMS services stated that the radio system

continues to create problems. He said that after having heard that having election in November creates too much of a financial burden
for the cities and townships, he would like the Commissioners move to the election to May.

George Basar, Ypsilanti City Chief of Police stated he has serious concerns about the current radio system and he desires townships to
support this life safety issue.

County Clerk Lawrence Kestenbaum stated that the cost structure for moving the election would change. He expressed support for
moving the election date.

Alice Round asked for support of Gordon Hall historic district. She urged the board to engage UM on future of Gordon Hal historic
district.

Michael Mckowski stated that he was happy with actions taken so far and asked for an amendment of the Gelman resolution.

Commissioner Follow-Up to Citizen Participation
Comm. Ouimet spoke of the importance of Gordon Hall, would like commissioners to help preserve it.

Comm. Smith noted that he appreciates the *OO MHz consortiums candor and willingness to sacrifice needs in asking for the election
to be moved to May. He expressed enthusiastic support for this proposal. Comm. Smith declared his belief that the county has
important role in Gordon Hall debate, including underwriting efforts. He also stated his appreciation of the community support on the
Gelman discussion and his desire for the commissioners to have more aggressiveness on this issue.

Comm. Kern stated that her reason for deferring the 800 MHz ballot initiative to May was that she believed it would have more success
then.

WHEREAS, tuberculosis continues to be a global and local threat to the public, with new cases
regularly detected and treated in Washtenaw County; and

WHEREAS, as a key leader of the local TB program, Dr. Robert Green has provided

TAKE ALL ACTION NEEDED TO IMPLEMENT THE RECOMMENDATION

WASHTENAW COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
August 3, 2005

WHEREAS, the public safety and justice system in Washtenaw County is badly in need of
capital, infrastructure, safety and operational upgrades; and

WHEREAS, the County jail has been chronically overcrowded for the past several years,
resulting in the statutorily mandated early release of inmates from the jail, including both
misdemeanants and felons; and

WHEREAS, the 14-A District court at the County’s Service Center is an unsecured facility that
must be replaced; and

WHEREAS, the key members of the County’s public safety and justice system have been
meeting at the Criminal Justice Collaborative Counsel (“CJCC”) to address these issues; and

WHEREAS, in the fall of 2004, the CJCC recommended a comprehensive long-term solution to
the problems facing the County’s public safety and justice system consisting of (1) expanding
the bed capacity in the County jail; (2) upgrading the court system by locating the 14-A District
Court in the Huron Valley Ambulance building located at the Service Center, once HVA moves
to its new facility;(3) improving the infrastructure and security for existing facilities within the
system; and (4) implementing programming and diversion programs, including mental health
diversion programs and the construction of a Probation Residential Center; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners adopted the CJCC’s recommendation and placed a
County-wide millage request of .75 mills for twenty years on the February 22, 2005 ballot to fund
these recommendations; and

WHEREAS, this millage request was defeated by Washtenaw County voters; and

WHEREAS, on April 6, 2005, the County Administrator presented a Revised Public Safety and
Justice recommendation to the Board of Commissioners at their Working Session ; and

WHEREAS, the key players within the Public Safety and Justice community in the County have
reviewed and commented on the Revised Recommendation; and

WHEREAS, as a result of this input, the Administrator has revised his April 6, 2005 proposal
and is now recommending the following actions be taken: (1) expand the County jail by 96 beds
along with the additional operational costs needed to operate the expanded jail; (2) build a
Probation Residential Center at the County’s Service Center on Hogback Road; (3) provide $1
million dollars for annual operating expenses for mental health diversion programming, including
annual police training on mental health issues and the creation of an Assertive Community
Treatment (“ACT”) program specifically designed to deal with potential inmates with mental
health issues; (4) build a scaled back version of the 14-A District court with one courtroom, a
hearing room, judge’s chambers, staff space and records storage in the HVA facility on
Hogback Road once HVA moves to its new location in Pittsfield Township; and (5) provide
security upgrades for the existing 14-A District Court, new 14-A District Court, Downtown Ann
Arbor Courthouse and the Juvenile Court Facility on Platt Road; and



WHEREAS, the Administrator’'s Revised Public Safety and Justice Recommendation reduces
the capital costs of the requested upgrades from $48 million dollars under the original CJCC
Recommendation to $26.4 million with operating costs being reduced from $8 million to $3.0
million dollars; and

WHEREAS, it is proposed that the $26.4 million dollars in capital costs to implement the
Administrator’'s recommendation be paid for by a bond issue to be repaid over 20 years; and

WHEREAS, the County has determined that it would be more cost efficient to include the
proposed Saline District Court costs (approximately $2.4 million dollars) in this bond issue rather
than bonding for it as a stand-alone project at a later date; and

WHEREAS, adding the Saline Court costs, along with contingency costs and bonding fees
would require a total bond of approximately $29.9 million dollars, to be repaid over an 20 year
period; and

WHEREAS, programmatic and operational costs related to the Recommendation will be paid
from savings realized by the County from its new police service methodology to be implemented
in the County contracts with the local contracting governmental entities; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners will create the Public Safety and Justice Oversight
Committee to be comprised of the following positions: (1) Chair of the Board of Commissioners
— Wes Prater; (2) County Administrator — Bob Guenzel; (3) Chief Judge of the 22ned Judicial
Circuit Court — Archie Brown; (4) Chief Judge of the 14A District Court —J. Cedric Simpson; and
(5) County Sheriff — Dan Minzey, whose duty shall be to oversee the construction of the capital
projects in the Recommendation, including, the review and approval of contracts, bills and other
documents relating to the construction of such projects and to select an architect or architects to
design such projects, after having reviewed the recommendation of the County’s Architect
Selection Committee; and

WHEREAS, this matter has been reviewed by Corporation Counsel, the County Administrator’s
office and the Ways & Means Committee

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Washtenaw County Board of Commissioners
adopts the County’s Administrator's Revised Public Safety and Justice Recommendation
consisting of the following actions: (1) expand the County jail by 96 beds along with the
additional operational costs needed to operate the expanded jail; (2) build a Probation
Residential Center at the County’s Service Center on Hogback Road, along with the additional
operational costs needed to operate the PRC; (3) provide $1 million dollars for annual operating
expenses for mental health diversion programming, including annual police training on mental
health issues and the creation of an Assertive Community Treatment (“ACT”) program
specifically designed to deal with potential inmates with mental health issues; (4) build a scaled
back version of the 14-A District court with one courtroom, a hearing room, judge’s chambers,
staff space and records storage in the HVA facility on Hogback Road once HVA moves to its
new location in Pittsfield Township; and (5) provide security upgrades for the existing 14-A
District Court, new 14-A District Court, Downtown Ann Arbor Courthouse and the Juvenile Court
Facility on Platt Road

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board of Commissioners approves the construction of
the proposed Saline Court, with the costs of such project to be added to the capital costs of the
Administrator's Revised Public Safety & Justice Recommendation.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Commissioners authorizes the funding of these
capital projects by a bond issue of approximately $29.9 million dollars for 20 years with the debt



service on that bond to be paid for from the savings realized by the County from its new police
service methodology to be implemented in the County contracts with the local contracting
governmental entities for the 2006-2009 period, as well as annual payments of $140,000 per
year from the Public Improvement Fund which funds shall be used to pay that portion of the
debt service for the Saline Court.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Commissioners authorizes the funding of
programmatic and operational costs associated with the Recommendation be funded by the
savings realized by the County from its new police service methodology to be implemented in
the County contracts with the local contracting governmental entities.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Commissioners creates the Public Safety and
Justice Oversight Committee to be comprised of the following positions: (1) Chair of the Board
of Commissioners-Wes Prater; (2) County Administrator-Bob Guenzel; (3) Chief Judge of the
22" Judicial Circuit Court-Archie Brown; (4) Chief Judge of the 14A District Court-J. Cedric
Simpson; and (5) County Sheriff-Dan Minzey.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Public Safety and Justice Oversight Committee shall be
charged with overseeing the construction of the capital projects contained in the County
Administrator's Recommendation.

BOND RESOLUTION
County of Washtenaw
Capital Improvement Bonds, Series 2005

WHEREAS, there have been prepared and presented to the
Board of Commissioners (the "Board") of the County of Washtenaw,
Michigan (the "County"), a description of improvements to the
County of Washtenaw (the "Capital Improvement Project"), all as
more fully described in EXHIBIT A, pursuant to the terms of
Section 517 of Act No. 34, Public Acts of Michigan, 2001 as
amended ("Act 34"); and

WHEREAS, it has been estimated that the ©period of
usefulness of the Capital Improvement Project is not less than
20 years and that the total cost of the Capital Improvement
Project and issuing the Bonds will not exceed $29,900,000 to be
provided by the proceeds from the sale of bonds by the County
pursuant to Act 34; and

WHEREAS, the County proposes to undertake the Capital
Improvement Project and to incur taxable or tax-exempt debt (the
"Reimbursement Obligations") to finance all or a portion of the
costs of the Capital Improvement Project; and

WHEREAS, the County may make certain expenditures for said
Capital Improvement Project prior to issuance of the
Reimbursement Obligations and may wish to use the proceeds of
the Reimbursement Obligations to reimburse all or a portion of
said expenditures; and

WHEREAS, it 1is in the public interest and for the public
benefit that the County designate an authorized officer for the
purposes of declaring official intent of the County with respect
to expenditures; and



WHEREAS, there has been prepared and attached hereto as
APPENDIX I a form of notice entitled "NOTICE OF INTENTION OF THE
COUNTY OF WASHTENAW TO ISSUE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS AND
NOTICE OF RIGHT TO PETITION FOR REFERENDUM THEREON" (the "Notice
of Intention").

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF
COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF WASHTENAW, MICHIGAN, AS FOLLOWS:

1. Approval of Plans: The preliminary plans and estimates
relating to the Capital Improvement Project identified in
EXHIBIT A hereto are hereby approved and ordered filed with the
County Clerk.

2. Insertion of Notice of Intent: It is hereby determined
that the Notice of Intention provides information sufficient to
adequately inform the electors and taxpayers of the County of
the nature of the obligations to be undertaken by the County by
the issuance of the bonds and of their right under Act 34 to
file a petition requesting a referendum election on the issuance
of the bonds.

3. Form of Notice of Intent: The form and content of the
Notice of Intention as set forth 1in Appendix I, are hereby
approved, and the County Clerk is hereby authorized and directed
to cause the Notice of Intention to be published once in the Ann
Arbor News, Ann Arbor, Michigan, a newspaper of general
circulation within the County which 1is hereby determined to be
the newspaper reaching the largest number of electors and
taxpayers of the County. The notice shall be inserted in an
advertisement at least one-quarter of a page in size.

4. Referendum Period: The referendum period within which
voters and taxpayers shall have the right to circulate petitions
is 45 days after publication of the notice of intention
authorized in paragraph 2.

5. Official Intent: The County Administrator i1is hereby
authorized to declare official intent of the County with respect
to reimbursement.

6. Individual Declarations of Intent: Each declaration of
official intent shall be substantially in the form set forth in
APPENDIX II attached hereto and by this reference incorporated
herein, and said form may be modified from time to time on the
advice of bond counsel to the County and as necessary to conform
to requirements of the reimbursement regulations as the same may
be adopted by the Internal Revenue Service or amended from time
to time, or with the requirements of applicable rulings or
regulations relating to tax-exempt borrowings.

7. Filing Official 1Intent: The County Administrator is
hereby directed to file each declaration of official intent in
the office of the Clerk of the County of Washtenaw, which




location constitutes the customary location of the records of
the County which are available to the general public.

8. Declarations of Intent Available: The County Clerk 1is
further directed to assure that each declaration of intent is
continuously available during normal Dbusiness hours of the
County on every business day of the period beginning the earlier
of 10 days after the date of execution of said declaration of
intent and ending on the date of issuance of the Reimbursement
Bonds.

9. Bond Details: Pursuant to Section 517 of Act 34, the
bonds of the County, aggregating not to exceed the principal sum
of $29,900,000, shall be issued for the purpose of defraying the
County's portion of the cost of the Capital Improvement Project.
The Dbonds shall Dbe known as "County of Washtenaw Capital
Improvement Bonds, Series 2005” (the "Bonds") and shall be dated
November 1, 2005 or such later date not more than twelve
calendar months thereafter as the County Administrator shall
provide by order. The Bonds shall be fully registered Bonds,
both as to principal and interest, in any one or more
denominations of $5,000 or a multiple of $5,000 numbered from 1
upwards as determined by the County Administrator, regardless of
rate and maturity date. The Bonds shall mature on July 1 in
each year as follows:

The Bonds shall be in substantially the form attached hereto as
Exhibit B with such changes, additions or deletions as are not
inconsistent with this resolution.

10. Discount: The Bonds may be offered for sale at a
price of not less than 98% of the face amount thereof, and the
County Administrator is authorized, in his or her discretion, to
provide for a higher minimum purchase price in the Request for
Proposal for the Bonds.

11. Interest Payment and Date of Record: The Bonds shall
bear interest payable July 1, 2006 and each January 1 and July 1
thereafter, until maturity, which interest shall not exceed 7%
per annum. Interest shall be paid by check or draft mailed to
the registered owner of each Bond as of the applicable date of
record, provided, however, that the County Administrator may
agree with the bond registrar on a different method of payment.
If interest 1s paid differently, the Bond form attached as




EXHIBIT B and Request for Proposal form attached as EXHIBIT C
shall be changed accordingly.

The date of record for each interest payment shall be the
15th day of the calendar month preceding the date such payment
is due.

12. Prior Redemption: Bonds maturing prior to July 1,
2015, shall not be subject to redemption prior to maturity.
Bonds maturing on and after July 1, 2015 shall be subject to
redemption in whole or in part on any interest payment date on
and after July 1, 2014, and in any order, at the option of the
County, at par, plus accrued interest to the date fixed for
redemption.

With respect to partial redemptions, any portion of a bond
outstanding in a denomination larger than the minimum authorized
denomination may be redeemed provided such portion and the
amount not being redeemed each constitutes an authorized
denomination. In the event that less than the entire principal
amount of a bond is called for redemption, upon surrender of the
Bond to the bond registrar, the bond registrar shall
authenticate and deliver to the registered owner of the Bond a
new bond in the principal amount of the principal portion not
redeemed.

Notice of redemption shall be sent to the registered holder
of each Bond being redeemed by first class mail at least thirty
(30) days prior to the date fixed for redemption, which notice
shall fix the date of record with respect to the redemption if
different than otherwise provided in the resolution authorizing
the issuance of the Bonds. Any defect in such notice shall not
affect the wvalidity of the redemption proceedings. Bonds so
called for redemption shall not bear interest after the date
fixed for redemption provided funds are on hand with the bond
registrar to redeem the same.

13. Capitalized Interest: As the County Administrator so
orders prior to the time of delivering the Bonds, up to two
years of the interest payable on the Bonds is to be capitalized.

14. Reduction in Aggregate Amount of Bonds: In the event
the cost of the Capital Improvement Project shall be less than
the current cost estimates and after this bond resolution has
been adopted it shall be determined by the County Administrator
that the Capital Improvement Project cost shall be 1less than
such estimates, the County Administrator shall reduce the
principal amount of the Bonds by any amount in $5,000
denominations, such reductions for any maturity in any order of
maturity, to the extent required to avoid the issuance of more
Bonds than will be required in light of the proposals received,
and the Request for Proposal shall be correspondingly altered.




15. Bond Registrar and Paying Agent/Book Entry Depository
Trust: The County Administrator shall designate, and may enter
into an agreement with, a bond registrar and paying agent for
the Bonds (sometimes referred to as the "Bond Registrar") which
shall be a bank or trust company located in the State of
Michigan which is qualified to act in such capacity under the
laws of the United States of America or the State of Michigan.
The County Administrator from time to time as required may
designate a similarly qualified successor bond registrar and
paying agent. The Bonds shall be deposited with a depository
trustee designated by the County Administrator who shall
transfer ownership of interests in the Bonds by book entry and
who shall issue depository trust receipts or acknowledgments to
owners of interests in the Bonds. Such book entry depository
trust arrangement, and the form of depository trust receipts or
acknowledgments, shall be as determined by the County
Administrator after consultation with the depository trustee.
The depository trustee may be the same as the Bond Registrar
otherwise named by the Administrator, and the Bonds may be
transferred in part by depository trust and in part by transfer
of physical certificates as the Administrator may determine.

16. Transfer or Exchange of Bonds: Any bond shall be
transferable on the Dbond register maintained by the Bond
Registrar with respect to the Bonds upon the surrender of the
Bond to the Bond Registrar together with an assignment executed
by the registered owner or his or her duly authorized attorney
in form satisfactory to the Bond Registrar. Upon receipt of a
properly assigned Bond the Bond Registrar shall authenticate and
deliver a new Bond or Bonds in equal aggregate principal amount
and like interest rate and maturity to the designated transferee
or transferees.

Bonds may likewise be exchanged for one or more other Bonds
with the same interest rate and maturity in authorized
denominations aggregating the same principal amount as the Bond
or Bonds being exchanged. Such exchange shall be effected by
surrender of the Bond to be exchanged to the Bond Registrar with
written instructions signed by the registered owner of the Bond
or his or her attorney in form satisfactory to the Bond
Registrar. Upon receipt of a Bond with ©proper written
instructions the Bond Registrar shall authenticate and deliver a
new Bond or Bonds to the registered owner of the Bond or his or
her properly designated transferee or transferees or attorney.

Any service charge made by the Bond Registrar for any such
registration, transfer or exchange shall be paid for by the
County, unless otherwise agreed by the County and the Bond
Registrar. The Bond Registrar may, however, require payment by
a bondholder of a sum sufficient to cover any tax or other
governmental charge payable in connection with any such
registration, transfer or exchange.



17. Mutilated, Lost, Stolen or Destroyed Bonds: In the
event any Bond 1s mutilated, lost, stolen or destroyed, the
Chair of the Board of Commissioners and the Clerk of the County
may, on behalf of the County, execute and deliver, a new Bond
having a number not then outstanding, of like date, maturity and
denomination as that mutilated, lost, stolen or destroyed.

In the case of a mutilated Bond, a replacement Bond shall
not be delivered wunless and wuntil such mutilated Bond 1is
surrendered to the Bond Registrar. In the case of a 1lost,
stolen or destroyed Bond, a replacement Bond shall not be
delivered unless and until the County and the Bond Registrar
shall have received such proof of ownership and 1loss and
indemnity as they determine to Dbe sufficient, which shall
consist at least of (i) a lost instrument Bond for principal and
interest remaining unpaid on the lost, stolen or destroyed Bond;
(i1i) an affidavit of the registered owner (or his or her
attorney) setting forth ownership of the Bond lost, stolen or
destroyed and the circumstances under which it was lost, stolen
or destroyed; (iii) the agreement of the owner of the Bond (or
his or her attorney) to fully indemnify the County and the Bond
Registrar against loss due to the lost, stolen or destroyed Bond
and the issuance of any replacement Bond; and (iv) the agreement
of the owner of the Bond (or his or her attorney) to pay all
expenses of the County and the Bond Registrar in connection with
the replacement, including the transfer and exchange costs which
otherwise would be paid by the County.

18. Execution and Delivery: The County Clerk and the
Chair of the County Board of Commissioners are hereby authorized
and directed to execute the Bonds for and on behalf of the
County by manually executing the same or by causing their
facsimile signatures to be affixed. If facsimile signatures are
used, the Bonds shall be authenticated by the Bond Registrar
before delivery. The Bonds shall be sealed with the County's
seal or a facsimile thereof shall be imprinted thereon. When so
executed and (if facsimile signatures are used) authenticated,
the Bonds shall be delivered to the County Administrator, who is
hereby authorized and directed to deliver the Bonds to the
purchaser upon receipt in full of the purchase price for the
Bonds.

19. Source of Repayment: The County agrees to pledge for
the repayment of the Bonds sufficient amounts of County taxes
levied each year provided that the amount of taxes necessary to
pay the principal and interest on the Bonds, together with the
other taxes levied for the same year, shall not exceed the limit
authorized by law.

20. Principal and Interest Fund: All monies set aside by
the County toward the cost of the Capital Improvement Project
shall be kept Dby the County in a separate fund hereby
established, to be known as the "Principal and Interest Fund."
All moneys in the Principal and Interest Fund shall be kept in a




separate depository account with one or more banks or trust
companies where the principal of and interest on the bonds are
payable, and such moneys shall be used solely for the payment of
the principal of and 1interest on the Bonds and expenses

incidental thereto. All accrued interest and the premium, if
any, received from the purchaser of the Bonds shall be deposited
in the Principal and Interest Fund upon receipt. Capitalized

interest, as determined pursuant to Section 6, shall Dbe
deposited in the Principal and Interest Fund.

21. Improvement Fund: There 1is hereby established an
Improvement Fund into which all proceeds of the borrowing shall
be deposited, except the accrued interest on the Bonds and
premium, if any, received from the purchaser of the Bonds and
any capitalized interest. All moneys in the Improvement Fund
shall be used solely for the payment in full of costs of the
Capital Improvement Project, including the costs of issuing the

Bonds. Surplus moneys remaining in the Improvement Fund after
completion of the Capital Improvement Project and payment in
full of the costs of the Capital Improvement Project (or

provision for such payment) shall be deposited in the Principal
and Interest Fund.

22. Investments: Moneys 1in the Principal and Interest
Fund and the Improvement Fund may be continuously invested and
reinvested in the United States government obligations,
obligations the principal of and interest on which are
unconditionally guaranteed by the United States government, or
in interest-bearing time deposits selected Dby the County
Treasurer which are permissible investments for surplus funds
under Act No. 20 of the Public Acts of 1943, as amended. Such
investments shall mature, or be subject to redemption at the
option of the holder, not later than (a) in the case of the
Principal and Interest Fund, the dates moneys in such fund will
be required to pay the principal of and interest on the Bonds,
and (b) in the case of the Improvement Fund, the estimated dates
when moneys in such fund will be required to pay costs of the
Capital Improvement Project. Obligations purchased as an
investment of moneys in the Principal and Interest Fund or the
Improvement Fund, as the case may be, shall be deemed at all
times to be a part of such fund, and the interest accruing
thereon and any profit realized from such investment shall be
credited to such fund.

23. Depositories: All of the banks located in the State
of Michigan are hereby designated as permissible depositories of
the moneys in the funds established by this Resolution, except
that the moneys in the Principal and Interest Fund shall only be
deposited in such banks where the principal of and interest on
the Bonds are payable. The County Treasurer shall select the
depository or depositories to Dbe used from those Dbanks
authorized in this Section.




24. Arbitrage and Tax Covenants: Notwithstanding any
other provision of this resolution, the County covenants that it
will not at any time or times:

(a) Permit any proceeds of the Bonds or any other
funds of the County or under its control to be used directly or
indirectly (i) to acquire any securities or obligations, the
acquisition of which would cause any Bond to be an "arbitrage
bond" as defined in Section 148 of the Internal Revenue Code of
1986, as amended (the "Code"), or (ii) in a manner which would
result in the exclusion of any Bond from the treatment afforded
by Section 103 (a) of the Code by reason of the classification of
any Bond as a "private activity bond" within the meaning of
Section 141 (a) of the Code, as a "private loan bond" within the
meaning of Section 141(a) of the Code or as an obligation
guaranteed by the United States of America within the meaning of
Section 149 (b) of the Code; or

(b) Take any action, or fail to take any action
(including failure to file any required information or other
returns with the United States Internal Revenue Service or to
rebate amounts to the United States, 1if required, at or before
the time or times required), within its control which action or
failure to act would (i) cause the interest on the Bonds to be
includible 1in gross income for federal income tax purposes,
cause the interest on the Bonds to be includible in computing
any alternative minimum tax (other than the alternative minimum
tax applicable to interest on all tax-exempt obligations
generally) or cause the proceeds of the Bonds to be used
directly or indirectly by an organization described in Section
501 (c) (3) of the Code, or (ii) adversely affect the exemption of
the Bonds and the interest thereon from the State of Michigan
income taxation.

25. Not Qualified Tax-Exempt Obligations: The Bonds are
not designated as "qualified tax-exempt obligations" for
purposes of deduction of interest expense by financial
institutions under the provisions of Section 265 of the Code,
unless, at the time the Request for Proposal is circulated, the
Bonds have been determined to be eligible to be so designated on
the basis of the County’s reasonable expectations at the time of
such publication. In such event, the Request for Proposal shall
be changed appropriately and the Bond shall there be so
designated.

26. Defeasance or Redemption of Bonds: If at any time,

(a) the whole amount of the principal of and interest
on all outstanding Bonds shall be paid, or

(b) (1) sufficient moneys, or Government Obligations
(as defined in this Section) not callable prior
to maturity, the principal of and interest on
which when due and payable will provide



sufficient moneys, to pay the whole amount of the
principal of and premium, if any, and interest on
all outstanding Bonds as and when due at maturity
or upon redemption prior to maturity shall be
deposited with and held by a trustee or an escrow
agent for the purpose of paying the principal of
and premium, 1if any, and interest on such Bonds
as and when due, and (11) in the case of
redemption prior to maturity, all outstanding
Bonds shall have been duly called for redemption
(or irrevocable instructions to call such Bonds
for redemption shall have been given)

then, at the time of the payment referred to in clause (a) of
this Section or of the deposit referred to in clause (b) of this
Section, the County shall be released from all further
obligations wunder this resolution, and any moneys or other
assets then held or pledged pursuant to this resolution for the
purpose of paying the principal of and interest on the Bonds
(other than the moneys deposited with and held by a trustee or
an escrow agent as provided in clause (b) of this Section) shall
be released from the conditions of this resolution, paid over to
the County and considered excess proceeds of the Bonds. In the
event moneys or Government Obligations shall be so deposited and
held, the trustee or escrow agent holding such moneys or
Government Obligations shall, within 30 days after such moneys
or Government Obligations shall have been so deposited, cause a
notice signed by it to be published once in a newspaper of
general circulation in the City of Detroit, Michigan, setting
forth (x) the date or dates, 1f any, designated for the
redemption of the Bonds, (y) a description of the moneys or
Government Obligations so held by it and (z) that the County
has been released from its obligations under this resolution.
All moneys and Government Obligations so deposited and held
shall be held in trust and applied only to the payment of the
principal of and premium, if any, and interest on the Bonds at
maturity or upon redemption prior to maturity, as the case may
be, as provided in this Section.

The trustee or escrow agent referred to in this Section
shall (a) be a bank or trust company permitted by law to offer
and offering the required services, (b) be appointed by
resolution of the County, and (c) at the time of its appointment
and so long as it is serving as such, have at least $25,000,000
of capital and unimpaired surplus. The same bank or trust
company may serve as trustee or escrow agent under this Section
and as Bond Registrar so long as 1t is otherwise eligible to
serve in each such capacity.

As used in this Section, the term "Government Obligations"
means direct obligations of, or obligations the principal of and
interest on which are unconditionally guaranteed by, the United
States of America.



27. Filing with Municipal Finance Division: If necessary,
the County Administrator is authorized and directed to:

(a) apply to the Municipal Finance Division of the
Michigan Department of Treasury for approval of
the sale of the Bonds;

(b) file with such application all required
supporting material; and

(c) pay all fees required in connection therewith.

28. Negotiated Sale - Request for Proposal: The County
hereby determines that in order to save the cost of publication
of an official Notice of Sale that it will sell the bonds at a
negotiated sale after solicitation of proposals from prospective
purchasers by its Financial Consultant. The County’s Financial
Consultant 1is authorized to solicit proposals from at least
twenty-five prospective purchasers and to circulate a Request
for Proposal at least seven days prior to the date fixed for
receipt of proposals for the purchase of the Bonds. The Request
for Proposal shall be in substantially the form attached to this
resolution as Exhibit C with such changes therein as are not
inconsistent with this resolution and as are approved by the
County Administrator after conferring with Bond Counsel. Once
all proposals are received, the County Administrator, or in the
absence of the County Administrator, the County Finance
Director, shall determine the lowest true interest cost proposed
and thereafter award the Bonds to the proposer meeting that
criteria. The Financial Consultant is hereby designated to act
for and on behalf of the County to receive proposals for the
purchase of the Bonds and to take all other steps necessary in
connection with the sale and delivery thereof.

29. Bond Anticipation Notes: Prior to the issuance of the
Bonds but after expiration of the referendum period set forth in
paragraph 4 above, the County may issue its Bond Anticipation
Notes (the “Notes”) in an amount not to exceed 50% of the entire
issue in anticipation of the proceeds of the Bonds as authorized
by Section 413 of Act 34. The Notes shall also be payable from
other revenues of the County.

The County hereby declares the necessity of issuing the
Notes which will be used to pay the costs of Capital Improvement
Project falling due prior to the issuance of the Bonds.

The Notes shall be dated November 1, 2005 or on the first
day of any month thereafter in 2005 or 2006 as the County
Administrator shall order.

The Notes shall bear interest payable at maturity, semi-
annually or at other intervals as the County Administrator shall
order.



The Notes shall mature on or before December 1, 2006. An
earlier or later maturity date may be established by order of
the County Administrator.

30. Retention of Bond Counsel. The firm of Axe & Ecklund,
P.C., attorneys of Grosse Pointe Farms, Michigan, is hereby
retained to act as bond counsel for the County in connection
with the issuance, sale and delivery of the Bonds.

31. Retention of Financial Consultants. Municipal
Financial Consultants Incorporated, Grosse Pointe Farms,
Michigan, is hereby retained to act as financial consultant and
advisor to the County in connection with the sale and delivery
of the Bonds.

32. Approval of Expenditures and Contracts. The County
Administrator, after the approval of the County Finance
Director, is authorized to approve expenditures for the Capital
Improvement Project. The County Administrator, after review and
approval by the Corporation Counsel, 1is authorized to execute
any contracts or other documents related to the Capital
Improvement Project.

33. Conflicting Resolutions. All resolutions and parts of
resolutions in conflict with the foregoing are hereby rescinded.

34. Effective Date. This Resolution shall become
effective immediately upon its adoption and shall be recorded in
the minutes of the County as soon as practicable after adoption.

reimbursed.

10. I acknowledge that in the event that the County fails
to use the proceeds of Reimbursement Obligations issued within
three (3) years of the date hereof to reimburse expenditures the
same may adversely affect the ability of the County to use the
proceeds of tax-exempt obligations in the future to reimburse
for expenditures made prior to the issuance of such obligations.

11. I further acknowledge that wunless the Expenditures
constitute preliminary expenditures (in the nature of architect
services and soil testing but excluding land acquisition) for
the Property not in excess of ten percent (10%) of the expected
cost of the Capital Improvement Project of which the Property
constitutes a part, the Expenditures will be paid within not in
excess of two (2) years following the date hereof or, as an
alternative, this declaration of intent will be renewed.

12. I further acknowledge that 1t 1is expected that the
proceeds of Reimbursement Obligations will be used for
reimbursement of each Expenditure not later than (A) the date
that is one (1) year after the date on which such Expenditure is
paid, or (B) the date that is one (1) year after the date on
which the Property is placed in service.

13. I further acknowledge that I will assure that the
allocation referenced in item 12 (A) will be evidenced by an
entry on the records of the County maintained with respect to
the Reimbursement Obligations, (B) will specifically identify
the Expenditure being reimbursed, and (C) on the advice of the
appropriate counsel will be sufficient to relieve the allocated
proceeds of the Reimbursement Obligations covered by such entry
from any restrictions under the relevant legal documents and
applicable state law that apply only to unspent proceeds of
Reimbursement Obligations.

14. I further acknowledge that I will assure that except
as referenced in item 15 the proceeds of the Reimbursement



Obligations that are used to reimburse the Expenditures will not
be used, directly or indirectly, (A) to pay debt service on an
issue of tax-exempt obligations, (B) to create or increase the
balance in a sinking fund established for the payment of debt
service on the Reimbursement Obligations or another issue of
tax-exempt obligations of the County or to replace funds that

Reimbursement Obligation, which is depleted annually except for
a reasonable carry over amount not in excess of one (1) vyear's
interest earnings on said fund or one-twelfth (1/12th) of annual
debt service), (B) to pay current debt service coming due within
the next succeeding one-year period on any tax-exempt obligation
of the County, other than the Reimbursement Obligations, or (C)
to reimburse for expenditures originally made from the proceeds
of a tax-exempt obligation of the County which were not
reasonably expected by the County, on the date of issue of such
obligation, to be used for such expenditure.

SUBJECT: Amendment Reducing Bond Issue to Finance the Administrator’s Revised
Public Safety and Justice Recommendation from $32.5 Million Dollars to $29.9 Million
Dollars.

At the July 6, 2005 Ways & Means Committee Meeting, the Board of
Commissioners approved the Administrator’'s Revised Public Safety and Justice
Recommendations along with a Notice of Intent for a $32.5 million dollar bond issue to
pay for the County Administrator’'s Revised Public Safety and Justice Recommendation.
These Resolutions have been placed on the Board agenda for August 3, 2005 for final
approval.

Upon reviewing a breakdown of the $32.5 million dollar total bond amount with
bond counsel and the County’s Finance Department, it became clear that this amount
could be reduced to $29.9 million dollars without reducing the $28,800,750 dollars
needed for capital costs to build the project.

The proposed saving come from two sources. First, the initial bond paperwork
contained a standard contingency fund of approximately 10% of the total capital costs of
the bonded projects. As the total capital costs to be bonded are $28,800,750 dollars,
this contingency was listed at $2,879,250. Upon closer review of the bonded projects,
however, it was discovered that Facilities Management had already built in
contingencies for each of the bonded projects. Given these existing contingencies, it
was not necessary to include the standard 10% contingency in the bond work. Thus,
the bond attorney reduced the contingency in the bond from $2,879,250 to $705,000, a
savings of $2,174,250. The lower contingency figure of $705,000 will be used as a
back-up should the contingencies built into the existing projects need to be
supplemented.

The second area of saving comes from the Financing Costs and the Bond
Discount. In the initial bond paperwork, these costs were listed at $820,000. After
speaking with bond counsel, he agreed that because of the large size of the proposed
bond



issue, the bond discount did not have to be as large as was initially stated. After
reducing the Bond Discount, these fees were reduced to $394,250, a savings of
$425,750.

Adding the total savings from the reduced contingency ($2,174,250) and the
reduced financing costs and bond discount ($425,750) results in total savings of
$2,600,000. When this amount is subtracted from the initial total bond cost of $32.5
million dollars, the result is $29.9 million dollars which is the total amount of the
proposed bond issue.

Accordingly, any reference to the bonding issue in the Resolutions for both the
Administrator’s Revised Public Safety and Justice Recommendation and the Notice of
Intent to Bond have been amended to indicate that the total bonding amount will be
$29.9 million dollars.
