Citizen Participation 
Roger Myers, legal counsel for Sheriff Daniel Minzey, stated that the sheriff will not appear this evening at his 
direction.  He said that it was not possible for the sheriff to accumulate the requested information by this evening.  He 
added that because of the lack of sufficient preparation time, the sheriff will be unable to attend the ways and means 
budget discussion.  He said that the sheriff intends to take all appropriate actions to defend him from any 
commissioner attacks.   
 
Helen Neil, York Township Clerk, provide copies of a resolution to the commissioners asking the commissioners to 
consider paying for the May election. 
 
Commissioner Follow-Up to Citizen Participation 
Comm. Smith stated that he is surprised the sheriff does not maintain and track his own budget.  Bob Guenzel stated 
that he maintains and tracks his own budget as does the budget department.  Comm. Smith stated that it seems that 
if he tracks his own budget, he should not have to rely on information from the county budget department to answer 
the questions posed to him.  
 
Comm. Irwin stated that the lawyer repeated that the sheriff was falsely accused of violating the county procurement 
policy, yet there was no detail on how the accusation was false.  He stated the his constituents would expect him to 
be available to answer questions about their concerns, and likewise the Sheriff should be.

WHEREAS, the Police Services Steering Committee has made significant 
contributions toward the resolution of a new methodology for police contracting for 
2008-2009; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Police Services Steering Committee has successfully provided a 
forum for County officials, Sheriff and local officials to discuss issues pertaining to the 
price of contract policing as well as what County-wide services the County should 
provide; and

A RESOLUTION ENDORSING THE FORMATION OF THE COALITION FOR ACTION ON 
REMEDIATION OF DIOXANE (CARD), APPOINTING A WASHTENAW COUNTY COMMISSIONER AS 
ITS REPRESENTATIVE, AND CONCLUDING ITS PARTICIPATION IN THE GELMAN GROUNDWATER 
REMEDIATION PLAN INTERGOVERNMENTAL PARTNERSHIP

WHEREAS, the PALL/Gelman contamination site continues to demand attention and actions from the 
State, County and impacted local units of Government including the City of Ann Arbor, Scio Township, 
and Ann Arbor Township; and 
 
WHEREAS, through cooperative efforts local governments and citizens have instrumental in achieving 
much of the positive progress that has been made to date; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Intergovernmental Partnership Committee created in August 1997 served the residents 
of Washtenaw County well in coordinating policies and strategies across local units of government, but 
lacked sufficient mechanisms for citizen involvement and is no longer active; and 
 
WHEREAS, an organization is needed to replace the existing Gelman Groundwater Remediation Plan 
Intergovernmental Partnership to better meet the community needs; and 
 
WHEREAS, 1,4-dioxane released by PALL/Gelman persists and groundwater contamination has 
expanded in Washtenaw County to an area over three miles long and one mile wide; and 
 
WHEREAS, the remediation of this site is likely to take an additional 20 years or more based on Pall 
Corp. and MDEQ estimates; and 
 
WHEREAS, activities continue that require monitoring and response by governmental organizations in 
coordination with citizens, including but not limited to actions related to permits, well installations, 
remediation technologies, effluent discharge, contamination migration, pipe installation and maintenance; 
and 
 
WHEREAS, the court cases and recent court decisions impact multiple jurisdictions and thereby require a 
strong organization to coordinate actions regarding education, political, legal, technical and policy; and 
 
WHEREAS, citizens, staff and elected officials from the State, County, City of Ann Arbor and impacted 
townships, including the Drain Commissioner, City of Ann Arbor Environmental Coordinator, County 
Commissioner, County staff, MDEQ staff, township supervisors, citizens representing various groups, met 
and agreed that a citizen and government coalition would be of substantial benefit; and 
 
WHEREAS, this organization is intended to include elected representatives, key staff, environmental 
organizations, neighborhood groups, all interested citizens, and MDEQ; and 
 
WHEREAS, the County encourages from other governmental agencies that are now or may become 
affected, to participate in this endeavor; and 
 
WHEREAS, the County encourages preparation of agendas with expected outcomes to ensure efficient 
participation from members and shall seek consensus among parties; and

First Half 2007 Continue County-wide deployment, target 
approximately two-thirds of the geographical

4. Pilot 
 
The goal of the pilot will be to verify that the finalist Providers have a viable solution and is 
capable of performing the implementation.  It will be the intent to award Provider Agreements to 
the finalists, if in the opinion of the selection committee, they have a successful pilot.  If any 
pilot is not successful, the committee may decide to perform pilots with one or more of the other 
proposed solution Providers. 
 
Each pilot will be conducted for a period of 2 months.  Pilots will be conducted at urban, 
suburban and rural locations; the number of these locations will be determined from the 
responses to RFP. 
 
The costs associated with the pilot projects are solely that of the Providers, however, if a pilot is 
successful it is the intention that the pilot would be designed such that it could become part of the 
final Network.  If a pilot is not successful, the Provider conducting the pilot will be responsible 
for the timely removal of its Facilities and other equipment at no cost to the Participant and/or to 
the Governing Entity.
