A RESOLUTION MODIFYING THE MEMBERSHIP OF THE CRIMINAL 
JUSTICE COLLABORATIVE COUNCIL TO ADD REPRESENTATION FROM 
THE 14B DISTRICT COURT AND THE 15TH DISTRICT COURT 
 

WASHTENAW COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS 
 

August 2, 2006 
 
WHEREAS, in 2004, the Board of Commissioners created the Criminal Justice 
Collaborative Council to address persistent issues of jail overcrowding; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Criminal Justice Collaborative Council has taken strides to 
maximize efficiency, effectiveness, fairness, and cooperative efforts of criminal 
justice agencies of Washtenaw County; and 
 
WHEREAS, the CJCC is comprised of 17 members appointed by the Washtenaw 
County Board of Commissioners representing the following categories:  Circuit 
Court Chief Judge, 14A District Court Chief Judge, County Prosecutor, Public 
Defender/Defense Attorney, Chair of the Community Corrections Board, County 
Sheriff, Trial Court Administrator, Department of Corrections Probation, City or 
Township Chief of Police, County Administrator, Chair of the Board of 
Commissioners, City Mayor or Township Supervisor, Clerk of the Court, Bar 
Association, Community Mental Health Representative, and two general public at 
large positions; and 
 
WHEREAS, a steering committee comprised of the Circuit Court Chief Judge, the 
Prosecuting Attorney, the Sheriff, 14A District Court Chief Judge, the Public 
Defender and the County Administrator has been established for the purpose of 
setting the agenda for the full CJCC meetings and other duties as outlined in the 
bylaws; and 
 
WHEREAS, when the Criminal Justice Collaborative Council was established in 
2004, it was during the Court Unification Project and representation on the 
Council was established with the Court Unification model in mind; and 
 
WHEREAS, key components of the unification, such as a centralized preliminary 
examination process have been maintained but other key components such as 
the court structure have changed; and 
 
WHEREAS, under the current Court system, neither 14B District Court nor the 
15th District Court have formal participation in the Criminal Justice Collaborative 
Council; and 
 
WHEREAS, given both the courts consistent involvement and the stated intent of 
the Criminal Justice Collaborative Council’s purpose of addressing justice issues 



from a systems perspective, both the 14B District Court and the 15th District 
Court would add value to formal membership; and 
 
WHEREAS, both courts’ would provide valuable insight in the development of 
policies and improving processes that impact agencies within the criminal justice 
system 
 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Washtenaw County Board of 
Commissioners expands the membership of the Criminal Justice Collaborative 
Council to include the 14B and 15th District Courts and appoints the following 
representatives:

BYLAWS 

 

I. Name  
The name of this Council shall be the Criminal Justice Coordinating 
Council, hereinafter referred to as C.J.C.C. 

II.  Authority 
The Washtenaw County Board of Commissioners on April 21, 2004 and 
the Chief Judge of the 22nd Circuit Court, on behalf of the Washtenaw 
County Trial Court on April 22, 2004 have established the C.J.C.C. 

 
III. Purpose and Function 
 

A. Mission 
 
The purpose of the C.J.C.C. is to maximize efficiency, effectiveness, 
fairness, and cooperative efforts of criminal justice agencies by 
developing plans, programs, and positions on concerns which have a 
multi-disciplinary Criminal Justice System application, have a positive 
impact on crime, are innovative or are intergovernmental in scope. 
 
B. Function 
 
Members meet regularly with a structured agenda that includes 
reports from committees, policy discussions, planning updates, and 
public information efforts. 

IV. Membership 
 

A.   Appointment to the C.J.C.C., by the Washtenaw County Board of 
Commissioners

10. County Administrator 



11. County Board Chair 
12. City Mayor or Township Supervisor 
13. Clerk of Court 
14. Bar Association  
15. Community Mental Health Representative 
16. A General Public At Large Representative 
17. A General Public At Large Representative 
18. 14B District Court Chief Judge or Judicial Designee 
15. 15th District Court Chief Judge or Judicial Designee 
 

B. Term of Member 
 
Each Council member shall continue to serve as long as he/she holds 
the office which qualifies him/her for membership on the Council. 
Members appointed to represent the City or Township Chief of Police, 
City Mayor or Township Supervisor, Bar Association, Community 
Health Representative and General Public At Large shall serve for two 
year terms. 
 
C. Vacancies in Office  
 
When a vacancy occurs on this Council either by death or resignation, 
the vacancy shall be filled by the County Board for the unexpired term 
in the same manner as the original appointment. 

 
D. Officers 
 
The Council shall elect at the first Council meeting of the calendar year 
a Chairperson and a Vice Chairperson, with such offices commencing 
at the conclusion of the same meeting. 

 
E.  Duties and Responsibilities of the Council 

 
 The Council shall have the following duties and responsibilities: 

 
(1) Encourage local planning activities in order to promote 
greater interagency cooperation, efficiency, effectiveness and 
innovation.  
 
(2)  Provide overall direction and determine priorities for the 
Council’s Staff. 

 
(3)  Recommend initiation or approval of any study, policy 
discussion, program or other matter within the general 
purpose of the Council. 

 
(4) Provide review and comment on criminal justice plans, 
programs, priorities, and projects. 



 
(5) Annually review and recommend to the appropriate 
revenue resources all Council budgets relative to the functions 
of the Council. 
 
(6) Recommend to the County Board that contracts be 
entered into for services. 
 
(7) Apply for grants that have interagency and/or cooperative 
partnerships with council member agencies or other 
organizations interested in criminal justice issues. 
 
(8) Recommend adoption and/or amendment of these 
Bylaws. 

 
IV. Officers and Staff 
 

A.  Chairperson 
 

The Chairperson shall be elected by and from the membership of the 
Council.  The Chairperson’s duties and powers shall include the 
following: 

 
(1) He/she shall preside at all meetings of the Council. 
 
(2)  He/she shall appoint all standing and special committees 
of the Council, with such appointments being confirmed by 
the Council. 
 
(3)  He/she shall be the ceremonial representative of the 
Council and shall perform such other duties as specified by 
law, custom, or the Council. 

 
B.  Vice Chairperson 

 
The Vice-Chairperson shall be elected by and from the membership of 
the Council.  He/she shall assume the duties and responsibilities of the 
Chairperson in his/her absence, and shall perform such other duties as 
may from time to time be assigned.  Should the Chairperson position 
become vacant by death or resignation or should the Chairperson 
become otherwise unable to discharge his/her duties (to be 
determined by the Council), the Vice Chairperson shall become 
Chairperson for the unexpired term and assume all duties and 
responsibilities of that office.  A vacancy in the office of the Vice 
Chairperson shall be filled by a majority vote of the members present 
at the next Council meeting. 

 



C. Term of Office  
 

At the first meeting of the calendar year, the Council shall elect one of 
its members as chairperson and one of its members as vice 
chairperson and any other officers it deems appropriate.  Each officer 
shall serve a one-year term and each officer may be reappointed to 
more than one term. 

 
D. Staff  

 
The County will provide sufficient staff to coordinate the activities of 
the Council. 

 
V. Committees 

 
The Chairperson of the C.J.C.C. may appoint such committees, both 
standing and special, as he/she deems necessary to meet the 
purposes and responsibilities of the C.J.C.C.  Committee membership 
may include non-CJCC members, as approved by the Chairperson or 
the Council.  The Chairperson appoints Committee chairpersons, under 
the advisement of the Council. 

 
VI. Steering Committee 

 
A. Duties 
 
The Steering Committee is to provide leadership in the planning and 
implementation of the Council goals by: 
 
• Reviewing implementation plans, timetables and costs and 

reporting with recommendations on such matters to the Council. 
• Reviewing requests made for resources, developing alternatives 

when appropriate, and making recommendations to the Council for 
responding to such requests. 

• Reviewing and making recommendations regarding other matters 
delegated to it by the Council. 

• Planning the agenda of the Council meetings 
 
B.  Membership 
 
• Circuit Court Chief Judge or Judicial Designee 
• County Administrator 
• County Prosecutor 
• County Sheriff 
• 14A District Court Chief Judge or Judicial Designee 
• County Public Defender 
• Other CJCC members who wish to attend may also do so. 
 



VII. Meetings 
 

A. Regular Meetings 
 
Except as otherwise required by law, the regular meetings of the 
Council shall be as follows: 
 

(1) The Council shall meet on the third Friday of each month at 
7:30 am.  If the regular meeting date is a national holiday, the 
meeting shall be rescheduled. 
 
(2) The Council shall conform to the Michigan Open Meetings Act 
MCLA 267 of 1976. 

 
B. Order of Business   
 
Council meetings shall be conducted by way of an established agenda. 
There shall be a place on the agenda for citizen input. 
 
C. Adjourned Meetings 
 
Any legal meeting of the Council may be adjourned from time to time 
as the Council deems necessary. 
 
D. Quorum  
 
A majority of the members shall constitute a quorum for the 
transaction of the business of this Council. 
 
a. Voting 
 
Each appointed member shall have the right to one (1) vote.  Voting 
by proxy or voting by telephone is not allowed.  Except as otherwise 
provided in these Bylaws, by statute, or Roberts Rules of Order, all 
questions shall be determined by the vote of a majority of the 
members present. 
 
b. Citizen Participation 
 
Any citizen may comment upon Agenda items prior to the taking of a 
vote thereon.  Citizens, after being recognized, shall identify 
themselves by name and address and shall limit their presentation to 3 
minutes, unless time is extended by the Chairperson or by vote of the 
Council. 
 



c. Distribution of Minutes  
 
Proposed minutes shall be available for public inspection not more 
than eight (8) business days after each meeting.  Approved minutes 
shall be available for public inspection not later than five (5) business 
days after the meeting in which the minutes are approved by the 
Council.  Corrections in the minutes shall be made not later than the 
next meeting after the meeting to which the minutes refer.  Corrected 
minutes shall be available no later than the next subsequent meeting 
after corrections.  The corrected minutes shall show both the original 
entry and the correction. 
 
d. Commission Orders and Records 
 
Every order, resolution, and determination of the Council shall be 
recorded in the records of the Council. 
 
e. Rules of Order 
 
The rules contained in Robert’s Rules of Order, newly revised, shall 
govern the procedures of the Council.  However, when those rules of 
procedure are inconsistent with the Bylaws or any special rules of 
order of the Council, the Bylaws or special rules of order shall prevail 
over Robert’s Rules of Order. 

 
VIII. Fiscal Year 
 

The fiscal year of the Council shall be in conformance with the County 
fiscal year. 

 
IX. Amendment of Bylaws 
 

These Bylaws and Rules may be amended, altered, changed, added to 
or repealed by the affirmative vote of a majority of the members of 
the Council at any regular or special meeting, provided notice of the 
Bylaw or Rules or amendments are subject to the approval of the 
County Board of Commissioners and shall conform to such guidelines 
or policies as may be from time to time established by said Board of 
Commissioners.  A two-thirds vote of the entire Council shall be 
required when a motion to amend, alter, change, add to or repeal 
these Bylaws is not included in the regular call. 
 
The foregoing Bylaws and Rules were adopted by the Washtenaw 
Criminal Justice Council on April 29, 2004, and approved by the 
Washtenaw County Board of Commissioners on April 21, 2004.

Resolution Authorizing the S2 Grant Agreement Multi Lakes Wastewater Treatment 
Plant Improvements Project 
 
WHEREAS, Part 52 (strategic water quality initiatives) of the Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection Act, 1994 PA 451, as amended ("Part 52"), provides at MCL 
324.5204a that the Michigan Municipal Bond Authority (the "Authority") in consultation with the 
Michigan Department of Environmental Quality (the "DEQ", collectively with the Authority, the 
"State") shall establish a strategic water quality initiatives grant program to provide assistance to 
governmental units to complete the application for a loan under the State Revolving Fund 
("SRF") program or Strategic Water Quality Initiatives Fund ("SWQIF") program; and  
 
WHEREAS, in accordance with the provisions of 1985 PA 227, as amended (the "Act"), Part 52, 
and other applicable provisions of law, the Authority, the DEQ, and a governmental unit (the 
"Governmental Unit") that is a grant recipient shall enter into a grant agreement (the "S2 Grant 
Agreement") that requires the Governmental Unit to repay the grant under certain conditions as 
set forth in MCL 324.5204a; and  
 
WHEREAS, the Governmental Unit does hereby determine it necessary to undertake planning 
and/or design activities related to a future project for which an SRF or SWQIF loan will be 
sought; and  
 
WHEREAS, it is the determination of the Governmental Unit that at this time, a grant in the 
aggregate principal amount not to exceed $124,461 (“Grant”) be requested from the Authority 
and the DEQ to pay for the planning and/or design activities; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Governmental Unit shall obtain this Grant by entering into the S2 Grant 
Agreement with the Authority and the DEQ. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:  
 
1. Daniel R. Myers, director of Public Works and Janet Gilkey, Public Works Office Supervisor  
are each designated as an Authorized Representative for purposes of the S2 Grant Agreement.  
2. The proposed form of the S2 Grant Agreement between the Governmental Unit and the State 
(attached hereto as Appendix I) is hereby approved and the Authorized Representative is 
authorized and directed to execute the S2 Grant Agreement with such revisions as are 
permitted by law and agreed to by the Authorized Representative, to be filed with the County 
Clerk.  
 



3. As stated in the S2 Grant Agreement, the Grant shall become a repayable obligation (the 
"Repayable Obligation") if any of the following occur:  
 (a) the Governmental Unit fails to submit an administratively complete loan application 
 for assistance from the SRF or the SWQIF for the project within 3 years of the Grant 
 award;  
 (b) the project has been identified as being in the fundable range and the Governmental 
 Unit declines loan assistance from the SRF or the SWQIF in that fiscal year; or  
 (c) the Governmental Unit is unable to, or decides not to, proceed with constructing the 
 project or opts to finance construction by means other than a loan from the SRF or the 
 SWQIF.  
 
4. The Governmental Unit hereby pledges its limited tax full faith and credit for payment of the 
Repayable Obligation subject to applicable constitutional, statutory and Governmental Unit tax 
rate limitations.  
 
5. The Governmental Unit shall not invest, reinvest or accumulate any moneys deemed to be 
Grant funds, nor shall it use Grant funds for general local government administrative activities or 
activities performed by municipal employees. 
  
6. The Authorized Representative is hereby jointly or severally authorized to take any actions 
necessary to comply with the requirements of the State in connection with the issuance of the 
Grant. The Authorized Representative is hereby jointly or severally authorized to execute and 
deliver such other contracts, certificates, documents, instruments, applications and other papers 
as may be required by the State or as may be otherwise necessary to effect the approval and 
delivery of the Grant.  
 
7. The Governmental Unit acknowledges that the S2 Grant Agreement is a contract between the 
Governmental Unit and the State. 
 
8. All resolutions and parts of resolutions insofar as they conflict with the provisions of this 
Resolution are rescinded.

This Agreement is made as of __________, 20___ among the Grantee, the Authority, 
and the DEQ, (the DEQ and the Authority are, collectively, the "State"), in consideration 
for providing grant assistance to the Grantee. This Agreement shall be in addition to any 
other contractual undertaking by the Grantee contained in the Resolution authorizing 
the Grant (the "Resolution").  
 
This Agreement, including its exhibit(s), constitutes the entire agreement between the 
DEQ, the Authority, and the Grantee.  

 
I. PROJECT SCOPE 
 
(A) The scope of this Grant is limited to the activities specified in Exhibit A (the 
"Project"), and such activities as are authorized by the State under this Agreement.  
 
(B) By acceptance of this Agreement, the Grantee commits to complete the Project 
within the time period allowed for in this Agreement.  
 
II. AGREEMENT PERIOD 
This Agreement shall take effect on the date that it has been signed by all parties (the 
"Effective Date"). The Grantee shall complete the Project in accordance with all the 
terms and conditions specified in this Agreement no later than the End Date shown on 
page one. Only costs incurred between the Start Date and the End Date shall be eligible 
for payment under this Grant.  
 
III. CHANGES 
Any decreases in the amount of the Grantee's compensation, significant changes to the 
Project, or extension of the End Date, shall be requested by the Grantee in writing, and 
approved in writing by the State in advance. The State reserves the right to deny 
requests for changes to the Agreement including its Exhibit A.  



 
IV. GRANTEE PAYMENTS AND REPORTING REQUIREMENTS 
The Grantee shall meet the reporting requirements specified in Section XVIII of this 
Agreement. 
 
V. GRANTEE RESPONSIBILITIES 
(A) The Grantee agrees to abide by all local, state, and federal laws, rules, ordinances 
and regulations in the performance of this Grant.  
(B) All local, state, and federal permits, if required, are the responsibility of the Grantee. 
Award of this Grant is not a guarantee of permit approval by the State.  
(C) The Grantee is responsible for the professional quality, technical accuracy, timely 
completion, and coordination of all designs, drawings, specifications, reports, and other 
services furnished by its subcontractors under this Agreement. The State will consider 
the Grantee to be the sole point of contact concerning contractual matters, including 
payment resulting from this Grant. The Grantee or its subcontractor shall, without 
additional grant award, correct or revise any errors, omissions, or other deficiencies in 
designs, drawings, specifications, reports, or other services.  
(D) The DEQ’s approval of drawings, designs, specifications, reports, and incidental 
work or materials furnished hereunder shall not in any way relieve the Grantee of 
responsibility for the technical adequacy of the work. The DEQ’s review, approval, 
acceptance, or payment for any of the services shall not be construed as a waiver of 
any rights under this Agreement or of any cause of action arising out of the performance 
of this Agreement.  
(E) The Grantee understands that it is a crime to knowingly and willfully file false 
information with the DEQ for the purpose of obtaining this Agreement or any payment 
under the Agreement, and that any such filing may subject the Grantee, its agents, 
and/or employees to criminal and civil prosecution and/or termination of the Grant.  
 
VI. ASSIGNABILITY 
The Grantee shall not assign this Agreement or assign or delegate any of its duties or 
obligations under this Agreement to any other party without the prior written consent of 
the State. The State does not assume responsibility regarding the contractual 
relationships between the Grantee and any subcontractor.  
 
VII. NON-DISCRIMINATION 
The Grantee shall not discriminate against an employee or applicant for employment 
with respect to their hire, tenure, terms, conditions, or privileges of employment, or any 
matter directly or indirectly related to employment, because of race, color, religion, 
national origin, ancestry, age, sex, height, weight, marital status, physical or mental 
disability unrelated to the individual’s ability to perform the duties of the particular job or 
position. The Grantee further agrees that any sub-agreement shall contain a 
nondiscrimination provision identical to this provision and binding upon any and all 
subcontractors. This covenant is required pursuant to the Elliott Larsen Civil Rights Act, 
1976 Public Act 453, as amended, MCL 37.2201, et seq, and the Persons with 
Disabilities Civil Rights Act, 1976 Public Act 220, as amended, MCL 37.1101, et seq, 
and any breach thereof may be regarded as a material breach of the contract or 
purchase order.  



 
VIII. UNFAIR LABOR PRACTICES 
Pursuant to 1980 Public Act 278, as amended, MCL 423.231, et seq, the DEQ shall not 
award a contract or subcontract to an employer whose name appears in the current 
register of employers failing to correct an unfair labor practice compiled pursuant to 
Section 2 of the Act. The Grantee shall not enter into a contract with a subcontractor, 
manufacturer, or supplier whose name appears in this register. Pursuant to Section 4 of 
1980 Public Act 278, MCL 423.324, the State may void any contract if, subsequent to 
award of the contract, the name of the grantee as an employer, or the name of the 
subcontractor, manufacturer, or supplier of the Grantee appears in this register.  
 
IX. LIABILITY 
(A) All liability, loss, or damage as a result of claims, demands, costs, or judgments 
arising out of activities to be carried out pursuant to the obligations of the Grantee under 
this Agreement shall be the responsibility of the Grantee, and not the responsibility of 
the State, if the liability, loss, or damage is caused by, or arises out of, the actions or 
failure to act on the part of the Grantee, any subcontractor, anyone directly or indirectly 
employed by the Grantee, provided that nothing herein shall be construed as a waiver 
of any governmental immunity the Grantee has as provided by statute or modified by 
court decisions.  
(B) All liability, loss, or damage as a result of claims, demands, costs, or judgments 
arising out of activities to be carried out by the State in the performance of this 
agreement shall be the responsibility of the State and not the responsibility of the 
Grantee if the liability, loss, or damage is caused by or arises out of, the action or failure 
to act on the part of any State employee or agent, provided that nothing herein shall be 
construed as a waiver of any governmental immunity by the State, its agencies or 
employees as provided by statute or court decisions.  
(C) In the event that liability, loss, or damage arises as a result of activities conducted 
jointly by the Grantee and the State in fulfillment of their responsibilities under this 
Agreement, such liability, loss, or damage shall be borne by the Grantee and the State 
in relation to each party’s responsibilities under these joint activities, provided that 
nothing herein shall be construed as a waiver of any governmental immunity by the 
Grantee, the State, its agencies, or their employees, respectively as provided by statute 
or court decisions.  
 
X. CONFLICT OF INTEREST 
No government employee or member of the legislative, judicial, or executive branches 
or member of the Grantee's Board of Directors, its employees, partner, agencies or their 
families shall have benefit financially from any part of this Agreement, unless 
proportional to all other entities and as a normal outcome of implementing this 
Agreement. 
  
XI. AUDIT AND ACCESS TO RECORDS 
See Section XVIII (C). 
  
XII. INSURANCE 
The Grantee shall maintain insurance that will protect it from claims that may arise from 
the Grantee’s actions under this Agreement or from the actions of others for whom the 
Grantee may be held liable. 



XIII. FEES AND OTHER SOURCES OF FUNDING 
The Grantee shall not seek nor obtain funding through fees or charges to any client 
receiving services for which the State reimburses the Grantee under this Agreement. 
The Grantee guarantees that any claims made to the State under this Agreement shall 
not be financed by any source other than the State under the terms of this Agreement. If 
funding is received through any other source, the Grantee agrees to delete from 
Grantee's billings or to immediately refund to the State, the total amount representing 
such duplication of funding. 
  
XIV. COMPENSATION 
(A) A breakdown of project costs covered under this Agreement is identified in Exhibit A. 
The State shall pay the Grantee a total amount not to exceed the amount on page one 
of this Agreement, in accordance with Exhibit A. All costs over and above the Grant 
amount, necessary to complete the Project, are the sole responsibility of the Grantee.  
(B) The Grantee is committed to the match amount on page one of this Agreement, in 
accordance with Exhibit A. The Grantee shall expend all local match committed to the 
project by the End Date of this Agreement. 
  
XV. CLOSEOUT 
(A) A determination of Project completion shall be made by the DEQ upon satisfactory 
completion of the activities, products and deliverables described in Exhibit A and 
submittal of a request for final payment.  
(B) The Grantee shall provide the DEQ, within 30 days of the End Date all outstanding 
financial reports, products and deliverables required as a condition of the Agreement.  
(C) Final payment under this Agreement shall not constitute a waiver of the State's 
claims against the Grantee.  
(D) The Grantee shall immediately refund to the State any payments or funds advanced 
to the Grantee in excess of allowable reimbursable billings.  
(E) Grants may be audited by the State. Total expenditures are subject to audit and 
repayment of any overpayment of the DEQ share if an audit determines that total 
project costs were not incurred as billed.  
 
XVI. CANCELLATION 
This Agreement may be canceled, upon 30 days written notice, due to Executive Order, 
budgetary reduction, or other lack of funding. 
  
XVII. TERMINATION 
(A) This Agreement may also be terminated by the State for any of the following 
reasons upon 30 days written notice to the Grantee:  

 (1) The State may terminate a Grant or withhold payment if the recipient fails to 
comply with the terms and conditions of the agreement or with the requirements of the 
authorizing legislation cited on page 1 or the rules promulgated thereunder, or with 
other applicable law or rules. If the Grant is terminated, the State may recover all funds 
awarded.  

(2) If the Grantee knowingly and willfully presents false information to the State for 
the purpose of obtaining this Agreement or any payment under this Agreement, the 
State may terminate this Agreement with no further penalty whatsoever to the Grantee, 
and the Grantee, upon demand by the State, shall reimburse the State for all money 
received under this Agreement.  



(3) If the Grantee uses the Grant for any purpose other than those described in 
Exhibit A or otherwise approved by the State, the State may terminate the Grant and 
require immediate repayment from the Grantee of disbursed funds for the misused 
portion of the Grant.  
(B) The State may immediately terminate this Agreement without further liability if the 
Grantee, or any agent of the Grantee, or any agent of any subagreement, is:  

(1) Convicted of a criminal offense incident to the application for or performance of 
a State, public, or private contract or subcontract;  

(2) Convicted of a criminal offense, including but not limited to any of the following: 
embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction of records, receiving 
stolen property, or attempting to influence a public employee to breach the ethical 
conduct standards for State of Michigan employees;  

(3) Convicted under State or federal antitrust statutes;  
(4) Convicted of any other criminal offense which, in the sole discretion of the State, 

reflects on the Grantee’s business integrity; or  
(5) Included on the United State Environmental Protection Agency Suspension and 

Debarment list.  
(C) If the State finds, after a notice and hearing, that the Grantee or any of the 
Grantee's agents or representatives, offered or gave gratuities, favors, or gifts of 
monetary value to any official, employee or agent of the State, in an attempt to secure a 
sub-agreement or favorable treatment in awarding, amending, or making any 
determinations related to the performance of this Agreement, the State may, by written 
notice to the Grantee, terminate this Agreement.  
 
 
XVIII. PROGRAM-SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS: S2 REPAYABLE GRANT 
(A) General Representations. The Grantee represents and warrants to, and agrees with, 
the Authority and DEQ, as of the date hereof as follows:  
(1) Grant monies shall be expended only to cover application costs for loan assistance 
from the State Revolving Fund (the "SRF") or the Strategic Water Quality Initiatives 
Fund (the "SWQIF").  
(2) Grant funds shall not be used for general local government administrative activities 
or activities performed by municipal employees.  
(3) The Grantee has full legal right, power and authority to (i) execute this Agreement, 
and to consummate all transactions contemplated by this Agreement, the Resolution, 
and any and all other agreements relating thereto. The Grantee has duly authorized and 
approved the execution and delivery of this Agreement, the performance by the Grantee 
of its obligations contained in this Agreement, and this Agreement is a valid, legally 
binding action of the Grantee, enforceable in accordance with the terms thereof except 
as enforceability may be limited by bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization, moratorium 
and other similar laws affecting the rights of creditors generally, and by principles of 
equity if equitable remedies are sought.  
(4) The Resolution has been duly adopted by the Grantee, acting through its governing 
body, is in full force and effect as of the date hereof, and is a valid, legally binding action 
of the Grantee, enforceable in accordance with the terms thereof except as 
enforceability may be limited by bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization, moratorium and 
other similar laws affecting the rights of creditors generally, and by principles of equity if 
equitable remedies are sought.  



(5) The execution and delivery of this Agreement by the Grantee, and the fulfillment of 
the terms and conditions of, and the carrying out of the transactions contemplated by 
the Resolution and this Agreement do not and will not conflict with or constitute on the 
part of the Grantee a breach of, or a default under any existing law (including, without 
limitation, the Michigan Constitution), any court or administrative regulation, decree or 
order or any agreement, indenture, mortgage, obligation, lease or other instrument to 
which the Grantee is subject or by which it is bound and which breach or default would 
materially affect the validity or binding effect of the Grant, or result in a default or lien on 
any assets of the Grantee. No event has occurred or is continuing which with the lapse 
of time or the giving of notice, or both, would constitute a default by the Grantee under 
the Resolution or this Agreement.  
(6) No consent or approval of, or registration or declaration with, or permit from, any 
federal, state or other governmental body or instrumentality, is or was required in 
connection with enactment by the Grantee of the Resolution, or execution and delivery 
by the Grantee of this Agreement which has not already been obtained, nor is any 
further election or referendum of voters required in connection therewith which has not 
already been held and certified and all applicable referendum periods have expired.  
(7) Proceeds of the Grant will be applied (i) to the financing of the Project or a portion 
thereof as set forth in the Resolution and Exhibit A or (ii) to reimburse the Grantee for a 
portion of the cost of the Project. The Grantee will expend the proceeds of each 
disbursement of the Grant for the governmental purpose for which the Grant was 
issued.  
(8) The attached Exhibit A contains a summary of the estimated cost of the Project, 
which the Grantee certifies is a reasonable and accurate estimate. 
(9) The Grantee reasonably expects (i) to fulfill all conditions set forth in this Agreement 
to receive and to keep the Grant, and (ii) that no event will occur as set forth in this 
Agreement which will require the Grantee to repay the Grant.  
(B) Repayment of Grant. The Grantee shall repay the Grant, within 90 days of being 
informed to do so, with interest calculated from the date Grant funds are first drawn at a 
rate not to exceed 8% per year, to be determined by the Authority, to the Authority for 
deposit into the SWQIF if any of the following occur as determined by the State:  
(1) The Grantee fails to submit an administratively complete loan application for 
assistance from the SRF or the SWQIF for the SRF or SWQIF project within 3 years of 
the Grant award.  
(2) The SRF or SWQIF project has been identified as being in the fundable range and 
the Grantee declines loan assistance from the SRF or the SWQIF during that State 
fiscal year.  
(3) The Grantee is unable to, or decides not to, proceed with constructing the SRF or 
SWQIF project or opts to finance construction by means other than a loan from the SRF 
or the SWQIF.  
(C) Covenants and Certifications.  
(1) The Grantee has the legal, managerial, institutional, and financial capability to plan, 
design, and build the Project, or cause the Project to be built, and cause all facilities 
eventually constructed to be adequately operated.  
(2) The applicant certifies that no undisclosed fact or event, or pending litigation, will 
materially or adversely affect the Project, the prospects for its completion, or the 
applicant's ability to make timely repayments of the grant if the Project does not proceed 
or if the Project is funded through means other than a loan from the SRF or the SWQIF.  



(3) The Grantee agrees to provide as a minimum a 10% local match for grant-eligible 
costs and disburse match funds to service providers concurrent with grant 
disbursements.  
(4) The Grantee agrees to maintain complete books and records relating to the grant 
and financial affairs of the Project in accordance with generally accepted accounting 
principles ("GAAP") and generally accepted government auditing standards ("GAGAS").  
(5) The Grantee agrees that all municipal contracts related to the Project will provide 
that the contractor and any subcontractor may be subject to a financial audit and must 
comply with GAAP and GAGAS.  
(6) The Grantee will notify the DEQ and the Authority within 30 days of the occurrence 
of any event which, in the judgment of the applicant, will cause a material change in the 
financial condition of the Project, or, if the applicant has knowledge, of the wastewater 
transport and treatment system of which the Project is a part. Such events include the 
receipt of funding from any other sources, including another state or federal program, 
for Project costs financed by the S2 Grant.  
(7) The Grantee agrees to provide any necessary written authorizations to the DEQ and 
the Authority for the purpose of examining, reviewing, or auditing the financial records of 
the Project. The applicant also agrees to require similar authorizations from all 
contractors, consultants, property owners or agents with which the applicant negotiates 
an agreement.  
(8) The Grantee agrees that all pertinent records shall be retained and available to the 
DEQ and the Authority for a minimum of three years after satisfactory completion of the 
Project and final payment. If litigation, a claim, an appeal, or an audit is begun before 
the end of the three-year period, records shall be  
retained and available until the three years have passed or until the action is completed 
and resolved, whichever is longer.  
(9) The Grantee agrees to ensure that planning and design activities of the Project are 
conducted in compliance with the requirements of Part 53 of the Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection Act, 1994 PA 451, as amended, its Administrative Rules and 
Recommended Standards for Wastewater Facilities published by the Wastewater 
Committee of the Great Lakes – Upper Mississippi River Board of State and Provincial 
Health and Environmental Managers, and all applicable state and federal laws, 
executive orders, regulations, policies, and procedures.  
(10) The Grantee agrees that the Project shall proceed in a timely fashion and will 
exercise its best efforts to cause completion of the associated loan application 
requirements within three years of award of the S2 Grant from the Strategic Water 
Quality Initiatives Fund in accordance with Section 5204(a) of the Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection Act 1994, PA 451, as amended.  
(11) The Grantee certifies that: (a) if it is the owner or operator of an oceangoing vessel 
or a non-oceangoing vessel, it is in compliance with the requirements of MCL 
§324.3103a, and is on an applicable list prepared under MCL §324.3103a(4); and (b) if 
it has contracts for the transportation of cargo with an oceangoing or non-oceangoing 
vessel operator, that operator(s) is/are on an applicable list prepared under MCL 
§324.3103a(4).  



(D) Grantee Reimbursements and Deliverables 
The Grantee may request grant disbursements no more frequently than monthly, using 
the Disbursement Request Form provided by the DEQ. Upon receipt of a disbursement 
request, the DEQ will notify the Authority, which will in turn disburse grant funds equal to 
90% of eligible costs that have been adequately documented. Due to the State's year-
end closing procedures, there will be an accelerated due date to report all work that has 
been completed, but has not been included on a disbursement request form, through 
September 30. Advance notification regarding the due date for this information will be 
sent to the Grantee. If the Grantee is unable to submit a disbursement request in early 
October for the period ending September 30, an estimate of expenditures through 
September 30 must be submitted to allow the State to complete its accounting for that 
fiscal year. The forms provided by the State will include instructions on their use and 
shall be submitted to the State representative at the address on page 1. All required 
supporting documentation (invoices) for expenses must be included with the 
disbursement request form. The Grantee is responsible for the final submittal of all 
documents prepared under this Grant and included in the Project Scope identified in 
Exhibit A.  
(E) Miscellaneous Provisions. 
(1) Applicable Law and Nonassignability. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws 
of the State of Michigan.  
(2) Severability. If any clause, provision or section of this Agreement be ruled invalid or 
unenforceable by any court of competent jurisdiction, the invalidity or unenforceability of 
such clause, provision or section shall not affect any of the remaining clauses, 
provisions or sections.  
(3) Execution of Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts 
each of which shall be regarded as an original and all of which shall constitute one and 
the same document.

WASHTENAW COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners approved the direction and scope of the 
Wireless Washtenaw initiative on January 20, 2005; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Wireless Washtenaw initiative  calls for a blend of “free” and “for fee” 
wireless service to Washtenaw County citizens to support economic development and 
improve the quality of life in Washtenaw County; and  
 
WHEREAS, the Wireless Washtenaw project team released RFI #6200 and RFP 
#6244, allowing private sector companies to discuss their proposed solutions and place 
competitive bids for the project; and 
 
WHEREAS, the following four private vendors responded to the RFP: (1) 20/20 
Communications, partnering with Siemens Communications, CenturyTel and BelAir; (2) 
AT&T, partnering with IBM & Tropos; (3) MichTel; and (4) Every://WARE; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Steering, Business and IT Committees of the Wireless Washtenaw 
Advisory Board has conducted a thorough analysis of all responses to the Wireless 
Washtenaw RFP; and 
 
WHEREAS, at the conclusion of this evaluation, the Steering Committee recommended 
to the Wireless Washtenaw Advisory Board that 20/20 Communications Group be 
recommended to the Board of Commissioners as the preferred provider for the Wireless 
Washtenaw Project for many reasons, including: (1) they provided an excellent 
technical solution to support a County-wide wireless network system; (2) they provided 
a viable business plan; (3) they are associated with quality partners (Siemens 
Communications, Century Tel and BelAir); (4) they are a local company that 
understands community topography and dynamics; and (5) they provided the best 
overall understanding of the County’s vision for the wireless project; and  
 
WHEREAS, on June 15, 2006, the Wireless Washtenaw Advisory Board accepted the 
Steering Committee’s recommendation and voted to recommend that the Washtenaw 
County Board of Commissioners approve 20/20 Communications Group for the Project; 
and   
 
WHEREAS, before any work is begun, 20/20 Communications will sign a Provider 
Agreement, which provides in part, that before the full implementation of the County-
wide wireless system is begun, three pilot projects must be deployed to the County’s 
sole satisfaction, in an urban, suburban and rural environment; and   



 
WHEREAS, the pilots are proposed to be deployed in the City of Ann Arbor (urban),  
City of Saline (suburban), Southwest Washtenaw Council of Governments and Village

Thank you for the opportunity to comment on the Bridgewater Township Master Plan Amendments 
(amendments). In accordance with the Township Planning Act, Public Act 168 of 1959 as amended, the 
amendments were reviewed by the Washtenaw County Planning Advisory Board and the Board of 
Commissioners.  The Washtenaw County Department of Public Works, Department of Parks and 
Recreation, Historic Preservation, Road Commission, Department of Public Health, Office of the Drain 
Commissioner and the Washtenaw Area Transportation Study (WATS) were also given the opportunity to 
comment on the amendments. 
 
Staff reviewed the proposed amendments in the context of A Comprehensive Plan for Washtenaw 
County (County Plan), contiguous local unit of government plans, the State PDR requirements as 
well as the current Bridgewater Township Master Plan, and staff finds the amendment to be 
consistent with contiguous local unit of government plans and the County Plan.  In addition, staff 
finds the amendment to be consistent with State PDR Program requirements.  
 
The Township did an excellent job meeting the State eligibility requirements for the Purchase of 
Development Rights program.  Additionally, the Agricultural Preservation Overlay district closely aligns 
with the County Plan’s Recommended Potential Future Landscapes and the Agricultural Lands maps.  
Washtenaw County Parks and Recreation Commission, Washtenaw Area Transportation Study (WATS) 
and Carlisle-Wortman Associates provided comments for your review and use, which are provided at the 
end of the enclosed report.

STAFF REPORT: Bridgewater Township      Date: July 24, 2006 
 Master Plan Amendment 
 
 
Background 
The Washtenaw County Department of Planning and Environment received the Bridgewater Township 
Master Plan Amendments (amendments) on May 25, 2006.  In accordance with the Township Planning 
Act, Public Act 168 of 1959 as amended, the County is to provide comments to the Township, which 
must include two statements of consistency:  

• A statement as to whether, after considering any comments received by contiguous local units of 
government, the proposed amendments are inconsistent with the plan of contiguous 
communities, and 

• A statement as to whether the proposed amendments are inconsistent with the county plan. 

The proposed amendments were reviewed for consistency with A Comprehensive Plan for Washtenaw 
County (County Plan).  The Washtenaw County Departments of Public Works, Parks and Recreation, 
Public Health, and the Road Commission, Office of the Drain Commissioner and Washtenaw Area 
Transportation Study (WATS) were also given the opportunity to review the document.   

The Washtenaw County Parks & Recreation Commission provided comments which are included as 
attachment A.  Washtenaw Area Transportation Study provided comments which are included as 
Attachment B.  Carlisle-Wortman Associates, Inc. also provided comments which are included as 
Attachment C. 

Contiguous Community Comments: No comments received. 

Overview of the Amendments 
 
The Master Plan amendments position Bridgewater Township for eligibility under the State of Michigan 
Purchase of Development Rights (PDR) program.  The Township accomplished this by creating a new 
Agricultural Preservation Overlay area: 

 The Agricultural Preservation Overlay area includes land designated on the Future Land Use Map 
as “Agricultural,” Low Density Residential,” “Natural Features,” (See Figure 1). 

 Low Density Residential has been renamed “Low Density Agricultural/Residential.”  One intent of 
this designation is that parcels that are at least twenty acres in size located in this designation are 
intended for agricultural preservation.  

 According to Bridgewater Township’s Master Plan, the intent of the “Agricultural” designation is 
intended to accommodate primarily agricultural land uses, farm dwellings, and non-farm dwellings 
that are in keeping with the rural and agricultural character of the area.  It is also intended for 
agricultural preservation.     

 The “Natural Features” designation also includes an intention to preserve agricultural areas within 
these areas. 

 A new subheading is added under Future Land Use in the Master Plan entitled “Agricultural 
Preservation Overlay area.”  It describes the reasons for creating the Agricultural Preservation 
Overlay area.  The proposed new overlay area was created to highlight the lands that continue to 
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be suitable for long-term agricultural uses with the primary use characterized by crop and/or 
livestock production.   

 The Agriculture Preservation Area (the Area) was selected using the criteria discussed in the 
Staff Review and Statement of Consistency, number 4 on page 4 of this report, 

 The amendment also includes a description of why farmland should be preserved in the 
Township.  Such reasons include; 

1. Seventy percent of township respondents to a 2005 survey said that farmland needs 
protective measures.  Seventy-three percent said the Township should require preservation 
of farmland or open space in conjunction with single family residential development. 

2. The climate, variety of soils and the terrain make the Area well suited for production of a 
great number of row crops, specialty crops and livestock. 

3. The agriculture industry in Bridgewater Township provides the opportunity for the production 
of locally grown products to be purchased and consumed at the local level, and contributes 
tens of thousands of dollars to the local economy in direct sales of agricultural products.   

4. Prime agricultural land in the Area is an irreplaceable natural resource that has been 
enhanced by generations of agricultural use. 

5. The Comprehensive Plan for Washtenaw County, the Southwest Washtenaw Council of 
Governments and the Master Plan for Bridgewater Township all call for the protection, 
preservation and enhancement of agricultural lands. 

6. The Michigan Natural Resources Environmental Protection Act (PA 197 of 1980) and the 
Township Zoning Act provide support for preservation of agricultural land.  

 The amendment includes a two new land use maps indicating Bridgewater Township’s 
designated Agricultural Preservation Overlay Area.  See Figure 1 and Figure 2.  

 One of Bridgewater Township’s Master Plan goals is to “Support stable agricultural areas and 
operations,” with the operating objective of “Encouraging and supporting existing long-term 
agricultural operations.”  Several strategies for achieving this goal have been added with this plan 
amendment; 

1. Amend the Zoning Ordinance to strengthen incentives for clustering in order to minimize 
land consumption and preserve open space. 

2. Pursue a Township program to provide matching funds for State Purchase of 
Development Rights applications. 

3. Identify and map TDR target areas within the Township. 

4. Consider developing landscaping standards along designated thoroughfares that promote 
rural character. 

 
Contiguous Community Land Uses 
 East (Saline Township): Agricultural, Rural Residential, Open Space 
 West (Manchester Township): Agricultural – Residential, Residential 
 North (Freedom Township):  Agricultural Resource, Rural Residential  
 North West (Sharon Township): Agriculture, Resource Conservation 
 South (Clinton Township): Agriculture, Low Density Residential 
 South (Village of Clinton).  Residential, Commercial 
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Staff Review and Statement of Consistency 
 
Staff reviewed the amendments for consistency with A Comprehensive Plan for Washtenaw County 
(County Plan) and the Michigan Agricultural Preservation Fund Standards (Standards): 

 
 The proposed Agricultural Preservation Overlay area aligns with the Recommended Proposed Future 

Landscapes in the County Plan: Open Space and Rural (5+ acre lots). 

 The proposed Agricultural Preservation Overlay area closely matches Figure 4-1, Agricultural Lands 
Map, provided in the County Plan. 

 The amendments will make Bridgewater Township eligible for the State of Michigan PDR Program. 
[Consistent with County Plan’s Agriculture Recommendation 2.1, Farmland Preservation Funding: Encourage 
landowners to apply for state and federal programs and encourage local governments to identify funding 
methods for farmland preservation including…PDR program].  

 Below are the five master plan requirements under the Michigan Agricultural Preservation Fund 
Standards and Guidelines to qualify for the State’s PDR Program.  The amendments to Bridgewater 
Township’s Master Plan meet the requirements for the State PDR program. 

 
1. Requirement: A New “Agricultural Preservation” Future Land Use Plan Category, Map 

Amendment 
Discussion:  The “Agricultural Preservation Overlay” (APO) area comprises all of the “Agricultural” 
District, “Low Density Agricultural/Residential” District, and the “Natural Features” District.  This 
will assist in qualifying Bridgewater Township for the State’s PDR Program.  Figures 1 and 2 
outline the “APO” area. 

2.   Requirement: PDR and Other Agricultural Preservation Strategies (Policies) must be 
included in the Goals, Objectives, Policies Section of the Master Plan  
Discussion: Text referring to the strategies intended to preserve agricultural land should include 
PDR, but also other techniques.  Bridgewater Township’s Master Plan contains the “Agriculture 
goal and objective (pages 20-21) section outlining the goals, objectives and policies for farmland 
preservation.  These policies include PDR, TDR, Cluster Development, reviewing the negative 
and positive effects of special land uses in agricultural areas during the special use permit 
process, and working with land trusts. 

These strategies fit in very well with the State’s PDR requirements, and these strategies also fit in 
with the Agriculture strategies found in Chapter 4 of A Comprehensive Plan for Washtenaw 
County.   

3. Requirement: Include a paragraph describing why farmland should be preserved  in 
Bridgewater Township. 

Discussion: The text on pages 32 and 33 of the amendment meets this requirement.  The text on 
these pages describes the importance of farmland in the township, including its importance to the 
Township’s quality of life, its importance to the local economy, the importance of agricultural 
resources in the township, the importance of the agricultural heritage of the area, protection of 
natural resources, and the ability to harvest locally grown foods in the township. In addition, the 
text discusses existing growth pressures in the township and the surrounding area.  Further, 70% 
of respondents to a township survey said farmland needs protective measures, and 73% said the 
township should require preservation of farmland or open space in connection with single-family 
residential development.  

 



4. Requirement:  A paragraph describing why the new “Agricultural Preservation”  future 
land use plan category, was chosen/designated. 

Discussion: The text in the proposed subheading “Agricultural Preservation Overlay” 
(page 29-30) states the reasons for its designation: 

1. Agricultural land preservation is supported in the Area. 
2. The Area was selected to include areas of prime agricultural land. 
3. The Area includes contiguous parcels of land where agriculture is the predominant 

use. 
4. The Area is outside of planned public water and sewer service areas. 
5. A survey of Bridgewater Township residents and property owners and a visioning 

session indicated significant support for designation of the Agriculture Preservation 
Area. 

  These reasons for selecting the APO fit in very well with the state’s PDR requirements.   

5. Requirement: Farmland preservation goal(s). 
Discussion:  The Agriculture goal and objective on page 20 contains the required farmland 
preservation goals.  The goal states the following:  “Support stable agricultural areas and 
operations in Bridgewater Township.”  The objective on page 20 states the following: “Encourage 
and support existing long-term agricultural operations.” 

Staff reviewed the proposed amendments in the context of A Comprehensive Plan for Washtenaw 
County (County Plan), contiguous local unit of government plans, the State PDR requirements as 
well as the current Bridgewater Township Master Plan, and staff finds the amendment to be 
consistent with contiguous local unit of government plans and the County Plan.  In addition, staff 
finds the amendment to be consistent with State PDR Program requirements.

The Township is to be commended for the inclusion of clustering and the recommendations for 
transfer of development rights to minimize the land consumption.  
 
Transportation Component Implications: 
 
The Township is to be commended for the inclusion of the strategy to explore access management 
techniques.  The Township could take it a step further and identify the roads that should be considered 
for Access Management.   WATS would recommend:  Highest priority – US-12/Michigan Avenue; 
Medium priority – Austin and Clinton; Medium Low priority – Burmeister, Ernest, Kaiser, McCollum 
and Schneider.   
 
The Township is also to be commended for the commercial recommendations including the placement 
of buildings near the road.  This will facilitate any future transit if the commercial development occurs 
along the major roads of US-12/Michigan, Austin or Clinton.

Comments by Section: 
 
Page 24 – Traffic and Circulation does not include a strategy to work with the Road Commission for 
removal of traffic hazards.  This would be an important strategy to identify.   
 
Page 28 – The text box identifies the residential ranges as 0.5 to 0.7 per acre, when the text recommends 1 
to 7 dwelling units per acre. 
  
Page 29 – Agricultural Preservation Overlay; map LUP2 has not been included in the master plan 
amendment.   
 
Last sentence of page 29 states, “Enrollment of land in the P.A. 116 farmland protection program also 
serves the purpose of preserving land for a limited time.”  It is suggested that in order to make the plan 
more user friendly P.A. 116 should be defined in the plan or included in a glossary of terms.  
 
Page 30 under Agricultural Preservation Overlay states, “The designation of the Agricultural Preservation 
Area was done with the support of Township residents and property owners, as evidenced by their 
opinions in the Township survey and input provided at the visioning session.”  It is suggested that 
information on the visioning session and survey that was used in obtaining public comment be added to 
the Master Plan for reference.   
 
Page 32 under Why Agricultural Land Should Be Preserved in the first paragraph it is stated; “Seventy 
percent of respondents said farmland needs protective measures and 73 percent said the Township should 
require preservation of farmland or open space in connection with single family residential development.  
Clearly the majority of respondents support the preservation of farmland.”    When referring to 
percentages, it is suggested that the Township include the data (i.e., 73 percent or 219 out of 300 received) 
that was used to obtain such percentage.  Including data when referring to percentages will strengthen the 
statement of “Clearly the majority of respondents support the preservation of farmland.”     
 
Page 32, paragraph 2; the word scenic is misspelled.  
 
Page 32, paragraph 5, The second sentence highlights the that the resource would be lost to the township.  
The Township should consider adding the County and the region as also impacted by the loss of the 
agriculture land.  
 
The first sentence on page 33 states; “The State Natural Resources Environmental Protection Act (PA 197 
of 1980) and the Township Zoning Act provide support for the preservation of agricultural land.”  It is 
suggested that in order to make the plan more user friendly PA 197 of 1980 and the Township Zoning Act 
should be defined in the plan or included in a glossary of terms. 
 
Page 36, the clustering example could also note the value of development adjacent to the major road 
system that has the capacity to handle the traffic.  By not approving intense development along local 
roads, the rural character of the land and the road can be more easily maintained.
