refrom homestead and qualified agricultural property as defined by law, in Chelsea School District,
ashtenaw and Jackson Counties, Michigan, be increased by 3 mills ($3.00 on each $1000.00 of taxable
valuation) for a period of 15 years, 2000 to 2014, inclusive, to provide funds for operating purposes; the
stimate of the revenue the school district will levy and collect in the 2000 calendar year is approximately
$53,000 (this millage is to restore the "Headlee" reduction)?
