8) What age youth, do you detain? 12-17 years of age

9) Is the Prosecutor for Juveniles here in this building, or are they still on Platt Road? For Juveniles they are located at 2260 Platt Rd, 734-973-5569.
10)  How does a juvenile, who has been brought to the Youth Center, get referred to a circuit judge?  The Prosecuting Attorney requests that the youth be tried as an Adult.
11) Where is the Public Defender located?  The Public Defender for juveniles is located at 2260 Platt Rd. 734-973-1159.
12)  Do we offer Anger Management classes?  No, that is arranged through the Family Court.
13)  Who can visit youth?  All visitors are approved through the youth’s Probation Officer at the Family Court.
14)  Can I bring in my child’s homework?  The child can work on homework in the facility.  Please drop off any work at the Receptionist.  The youth also attend school fulltime and earn school credits while in the facility. 
NO LONG PENCILS, WIRE BOUND NOTEBOOKS OR STAPLES ARE ALLOWED IN THE FACILITY.  
15)  Can I talk to my child on the phone?  The youth are allowed phone privileges that are earned based on their behavior.  In addition, Probation Officers may arrange a special visit or special phone call for the youth.
16)  When is visitation?  See the visitation schedule on this website under “information for parents.”
