I.
Overview of Funder’s

Jayne, Peg, Phil, Steve, Deb and Kevin all gave a brief overview of the funding streams we work 
with in terms of where the funding comes from, populations served, and funding restrictions. 

II.
Nonprofit survey results

Phil D’ Anieri and Peg Talburtt gave an overview of the survey recently conducted focusing on 

nonprofit health going into 2009.  The results varied as some nonprofits identified laying off 
staff and funding reductions while others consider their nonprofit as being moderate or stable.  
In total, 35% of the respondents who answered the survey said they plan to reduce staff.  In 
addition, 56% of the nonprofits expect to withdraw from their financial reserves in 2009.  Phil 
informed the group that 120 organizations took part in answering the survey, which was e-
mailed to all the nonprofits on the communitygrants.org site. 

III. 
Election of new Chair for the CCWC

Phil D’ Anieri was unanimously elected by the members of the Funder’s group to be the new 
chair for 2009-2010.   He will replace David Behen who has been the Chair for the past two 
years. 







IV. 
Pfizer Funding update

Phil D’ Anieri gave an update of the Pfizer funding grant process which has been 
narrowed down to two projects: (1) Freight House and (2) Ypsilanti School program. The final 
two will submit their final proposals soon and a decision will be forthcoming.  In addition, the 
“big idea” grant is also nearing an end where a project will be chosen for funding.  Phil is 
currently meeting with groups proposing “big idea” plans. 


V. 
Consulting Services for the CCWC in 2009

The continuation of consultant services for the CCWC Funder’s and Coordinating Council 
group was discussed. David Behen proposed sharing the cost among the funder’s for the 
consultant for the upcoming year.  The group came to a consensus to not fund a consultant at 
this time in 2009; and to possibly revisit the request at a later time if needed.




VI.
Other Business


A) David Behen talked about signing a finding request (as the representative of the CCWC) for 
the Housing Alliance application to MSHDA for $400,000.  He said this should be discussed 
at the next funder’s meeting.
