I. 
Homeless Assistance System Outcome Measures




The housing alliances along with other nonprofit housing providers and funders have developed 

a set of outcomes and measures in Washtenaw County.  Phil D’ Anieri discussed the recent 
outcome measures designed to make data collection common among agencies that provide 
services to the homeless in Washtenaw County.  This was established as a model for data 
collection and outcome measures for gauging our community impact and evaluating 
services.  It was noted the measures are a good tool to measure what we’re doing, but some 
of the outcomes are narrow and do not address causes but rather services provided by 
nonprofits. Despite this, the group agreed the outcome model is a great start and to endorse the

project. 
II.
Washtenaw County 211 Service


Larry Voight talked about the recent layoff of Bob Miller who coordinates the 211 service in 

Washtenaw County.  He informed the group that he  and Sandy Rupp will meet with Bob 
Guenzel to discuss information on the layoff and options to continue service.  Phil suggested 

that it might be the time to make some improvements during the transition. 









III. 
2010-11 Funding updates



Phil noted the AAACF may begin funding ongoing operations, capacity building, and 
collaboration for nonprofits for the next funding cycle.  The grants are estimated to be worth 
$10,000 to $25,000. Phil also mentioned the Community Foundation would like to bring 
everyone together to address how we as a community can react to the crisis for nonprofits.  



Larry mentioned it’s important to keep our focus on clients when so often we are addressing the 
nonprofit organizations and the uncertainty they are confronted with.
