ACTION REQUESTED:

Review and approve the recommendations resulting from the Request for Proposal (RFP #6426) for the Strategic Prevention Framework State Incentive Grant (SPF-SIG) for Evidence Based Practice Implementation in the Dexter and Pinckney Communities.
BACKGROUND:

This proposal is the culmination of work that has been completed by the SPF-SIG prevention team, in conjunction with the Community Epidemiological Workgroup (CEW), Community Strategic Prevention Planning Collaborative (CSPPC) and the Dexter-Pinckney Coalitions to Reduce Underage Drinking.  As the Coordinating Agency enters the implementation phase of the SPF-SIG Grant, we have identified three evidenced based practice strategies that address the identified target of reduced social and retail access to underage drinking and subsequent reduction of underage traffic crashes and traffic crash deaths.  These are described in the body of the RFP:  
· Communities Mobilizing for Change (CMCA)
· Parents Who Host, Lose the Most
· Sticker Shock.  
These programs are identified as national registered evidenced based practices by the Substance Abuse Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA).   The SPF-SIG grant allows for program implementation funding of $50,000 for FY 2009.  
The CEW and CSPPC will be collecting outcome data from this project and will continue to monitor the data sources used to identify these two communities as priorities.  The CEW and CSPPC report to the Substance Abuse Advisory Council.
