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Introduction

In a letter dated August 29, 2000 (Attachment A), Kay & Karl Williams, the present
owners of the William McCormick Farmstead at 9105 West Ann Arbor Road in
Superior Township, petitioned Superior Township to have the farmstead designated
a historic district under the jurisdiction of the Washtenaw County Historic District
Commission. Superior Township passed a motion granting the Williams request.
(Attachment B) Following the provisions of Section 3 of the County’s Historical
Preservation Ordinance (Attachment C), the Washtenaw County Board of
Commissioners appointed a Historic District Study Committee by resolution on
November 15, 2000 (Attachment D). The resolution charged the Study Committee to
evaluate the property and determine if the farmstead meets generally accepted
criteria for a historic district. The committee generated a preliminary report on
December 1, 2001 and held a public hearing on February 21, 2002. The study
committee is indebted to the Intensive Level Historic Survey of Superior Township
by Ina Hanel-Gerdenich conducted in 1996, and funded by the Superior Land
Conservancy.
