Regional projections for counties not in SEMCOG were obtained
through the Michigan State Demographer and the Tri-County Regional Planning Commission.

Regional Population
In the southeast Michigan region, counties surrounding the City of Detroit have the largest populations; Wayne,
Oakland and Macomb. However, population forecasts indicate that the growth is moving westward. The wave of
growth is projected to reach the western and northern counties over the next twenty years.

Population for Washtenaw County and Local Governments, Past and Future Projections

Since 1960, Washtenaw County’s population has increased from 172,440 to 322,895 in 2000. According to the
2000 Census, Washtenaw County is the sixth largest county in the State. The 2000 Census represents a 14.1%
increase from the 1990 population. SEMCOG projections for the year 2020 show a 15.6% increase, adding more
than 50,000 persons to the County’s population. Between 1960 and 2000, the fastest growing communities in
Washtenaw County were Pittspeld, Lodi, Scio and Webster Townships, and the City of Saline.

Population by Age for Washtenaw County Local Governments

The median age in the County has risen from 23.27 in 1970 to 31.86 in 2000 and is projected to rise to 32.87 in 2020.
The 65 and over population has grown steadily since 1970, from 5.8% to 8.4% of the total population. This group
is expected to grow to over 11% of the population by the year 2020. Age groups under 24 have all declined as a
percentage of the overall population since 1970. This decline is projected to continue through 2020. In contrast,
all age groups over 54 have shown consistent growth as a percent.

Births and Deaths

The chart at right shows that birth rates have remained fairly steady over the past decade, ranging between 3,800
and 4,200 births per year. Similarly, death rates have also remained steady at approximately 1,500 per year. The net
natural increase (difference between births and deaths in a year) has dropped slightly during the 1990, from ap-
proximately 2,700 to 2,300 per year.

Net Migration

The total number of persons migrating to Washtenaw County from outside the U.S. has increased from 537 in 1991
to 854 in 1999. The high for the decade was in 1997 when 939 people migrated to Washtenaw County from other
countries.

Domestic migration has been more mixed in the last decade. In 1991-1994, more people left the county for other
domestic destinations than those coming in (resulting in a net negative migration pgure). In the latter half of the
decade, domestic migration was positive, ranging from 102 in 1995 to 877 in 1996.
