Intercept I:  Women’s Trauma and Co-occurring groups, Crisis Intervention Team (CIT): consumer-led collaborative that provides police officers training based on the nationally recognized Memphis Model.  CIT is comprised of consumers, NAMI members, police officers, mental health and public health professionals. 
Pre-booking/pre-arrest jail diversion, outreach with areas police agencies which includes triage and street assessment, referrals, a coordination with the Street Outreach Court. Intensive team based services include vocational, psychiatric, medical, housing and entitlement attainment (SOAR trained staff.)

Intercept II:  The GAINS Screen is used in the verification process by community C0rrections as part of the pre-trial process screening with follow-up Assessments by JPORT for those who screen positive.

Intercept III:  Administration of the GAINS Screen by booking officers and follow-up Assessments for those who screen positive within 48 hours.  Psychiatric Assessment and treatment including medications.  Women’ trauma groups in jail and SOAR applications for entitlements.

Intercept IV:  Post-booking diversion (linking clients to JPORT for IDDT, trauma groups and case management services upon discharge/reentry.)  Discharge planning and continued comprehensive services by the JPORT Team. Intercept V:  Community support, service planning, and treatment through intensive work with JPORT.  This includes co-occurring and trauma services for both men and women, housing assistance, vocational and employment services, consumer advocacy, assistance with health insurance, social security, and mental health treatment.  GAINS Screen and Mental health Assessments at Community Corrections.
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
