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Vaccine Interval Questions and Answers or” Why is this student Incomplete?”

1. Often you will find that MCIR evaluated an immunization record as Incomplete for MMR or Varicella but you see the correct number of doses listed. Why are they Incomplete? 

MMR, Varicella and Influenza Intranasal are live-virus vaccines. Such vaccines must either be given on the same date or separated by at least 28 days. Otherwise the second vaccine will not produce the proper immune response and will need to be repeated. See the example below:
Child #1: Birthdate: 12-01-04 

MMR#1: 12-01-05
MMR#2: 12-01-08
Varicella: 12-15-05   Incomplete for varicella, it was given too close to MMR

2. MCIR has evaluated an immunization record as Incomplete for Hepatitis B, but you see the correct number of doses listed. Why are they Incomplete?

There must be 28 days between the first and second dose. 
The third dose must be given at least 8 weeks after the second dose and 16 weeks after
  the first dose.

 For infants, the third dose must not be given earlier than 24 weeks of age.
See the example below:
Child #2: Birthdate: 12-01-04 

HepB #1:  12-01-04

HepB #2:  1-01-05 (Correct interval between #1 and #2)
Hep B#3:   5-25-05(Was given before 24 weeks of age)
HepB#1:  12-01-04

HepB#2:  12-24-04-(Given too soon, should be given on or after

                                   12-29-04)
HepB#3:   6-30-05 (Since the previous dose was given too soon, this dose counts as dose #2. 
                                 A 4th dose is needed on or after 8-30-05)
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
