Dear School Principals and Immunization Reporting Staff,

   Please find enclosed the documents necessary to assist you in reporting your student’s immunization in the Michigan Care Improvement Registry. The MCIR Quick Instructions give you all of the basic information you need to report. Please note the changes regarding the reporting and faxing of waivers.
   The initial report must be entered into the MCIR data base no later than November 1, 2011 with a 90% compliancy percentage. The final report must be submitted by February 1, 2012 with a 95% compliancy percentage.
   Also included in this packet is information about reporting the weekly reporting of communicable diseases to Washtenaw County Health Department .Reporting of communicable diseases that occur in your school is a Public Health Code mandated activity.

  I encourage you to get an early start on the reporting process and follow the enclosed timeline to minimize the time you will need to spend on immunization reporting.

  Throughout the year you can find information pertinent to your school on our School Health Portal at http://publichealth.ewashtenaw.org .
  Having a population of students who are up-to-date on their immunizations assures a better level of health for all of the residents of Washtenaw County.  Thank you for your efforts to attain the goal of a high level of protection against vaccine preventable diseases.
