 Update on Recent WHP Drug Formulary Changes and Flu Vaccine 
· Colchicine 0.6 mg tablet was added back on the formulary as of 8-1-2010 as it is no longer covered by the low cost pharmacy programs.
· Metrogel 1% gel/lotion/cream was removed as of 9-1-2010 because it only comes as a brand and therefore has a higher cost than the generic Metronidazole 0.075% gel/lotion/cream which is still covered.
· Prilosec (Omeprazole) OTC 20 mg tabs will be removed  from  Plan  A and B as of 10-1-2010. We have added the generic Omeprazole 20 and 40 mg tablets to replace the OTC. 
· Flu vaccine: 

· Plan A members: Both injection and nasal spray vaccines will be free for Plan A members ONLY at the pharmacy using their WHP card beginning 10-1-2010.  Plan A members may also get the flu vaccine at their provider office under the capitated payment (cannot bill the WHP) or can be referred to the Washtenaw County Public Health Dept. for free vaccine. (Call WCPH at 734-544-6700 to make an appointment.)

· Plan B members: Plan B members may get flu vaccines at their provider  office under the capitated payment (cannot bill the WHP) or can be referred to the Washtenaw County Public Health Dept. for discounted vaccine. (Call WCPH at 734-544-6700 to make an appointment.)
